Actual 
experiments Rave shown that the 
burning of gas lamps in rooms previ­
ously conttthdhg bacteria, resulted in 
abSoMte sterilization of the air.

- Contrary to the popular notion the 
temperature of rooms lighted by in- 
caOBescent gas lampe is seldom mark- 
qdfcr greater than under incandescent 
dTeSlriC light, êven under unf&vortWle 
conditions of Ventilation, while in 
items provided with the ventilating 
facilities required by the demands of 
hygiene, the temperature in gto-nght- 
efl rooms is frequently lower.

WARNED OF SUBMARINES.
NEW YORK, Oct. 10.

The Anchor Liner Cameronia ar­
rived here to-day from Glasgqw and 
Liverpool with 67l passengers. The 
Cameronia received a wireless mes­
sage while off Nantucket on Sunday 
that a German submarine was in the 
vidinity. Life boats were swung out 
and life belts were distributed among 
the passengers, and the ship abruptly 
turned her course to the south of Cape 
May. The Cameronia entered the 3 
mile neutrality limit and, hugging the 
shore, steamed north, not once getting 
outside the safety zone.

If each Zeppelin raid - on England, 
as have, now, three in succession, is

London and their larger cities from 
aerial attack. They have at last can­
non that can hit the flying ships more 
than occasionally, and put those they 
miss in such danger as to make re­
treat seem advisable, ev|B to the bold­
est and most determined of enemies. 
Their aeroplanes, moreover, do not

hesitate to give battle to the huge an­
tagonists, and have demonstrated, at 
least once, the power to conquer them 
by equal arms and superior agility.

Of course, the loss of men, wlien a 
Zeppelih is destroyed, does not count 
for much in these days, so far asfitofl- 
cerns mere numbers, but the naviga 
tors of such craft are specialists, the 
products of careful selection and long 
training, and they cannot be easily or 
quickly replaced. The fatalities so 
far inflicted in England-are far from 
compensating, from a military point 
of view, for the killing of two Zep­
pelin crews and the capture of an­
other.

And the newest of the airships are 
evidently not immune to- destruction. 
At lepst two of them are reported to 
have been of the latest type, but none 
the lesg_ they have come blazing to 
the ground. Those who believe the 
Germans rather than the English ac­
counts of the damage done by the 
raids can perhaps find some consola­
tion for the recent disasters, but they 
must be extremely credulous to do so. 
Bombs dropped practically at ran­
dom are almost sure to be wasted for 
every other purpose than that of ex­
citing indignation 'in England and out 
OÏ it.—N. Y. Times.

Your Boys and Girls.
The room in which a baby sleeps 

should contain no upholstered furni­
ture or heavy curtains on which dirt 
and germs can find a lodgement and 
breeding place.
