Dr. Eckroyd — When I saw the de-
ceased about 8 o'clock he was in & state
of coma ; | washed, examined and dres-
sed the wound ; in about half an hour
afterwards there was considerable he
morrhage ; I remained’ with Cosgrove
till between 11 and 12 o'clock that right,
when he died ; am well acquainted with
prisoner, who has always borne a good
character.

Drew--Am sister of prisoner’s ; was
in the next room at the time of the
shooting, and heard mother in the room
where father was ; heard the report, and
saw my brother come out afterwards.

By Mr. Duggan—Don’t know who
fired, nor was I ever told.

reddish whiskers and complexion.
