British Road Across Mexico
Better Than a Canal.

Will Rival the Nicaragua or the!

Panama Ditch.

Gandon’s Airship Fulfills All Pre-
dictions in London Trial—English
Investors Warned Not to Sink Money
in the Stael Trust.

London, April 18.—The great British
rival to the Isthmian Canal is a rail-
way which is being built across Mexi-
co’s narrowest point. This will be
mainly an extension of the Tehuante-
pec line, built by the Mexican govern-
ment to connect the Gulf of Mexico
with the Pacific, which has no termin-
al facilities.

S. Pearson & Co., of London, are re-
constructing the railway into an inter-
oceanic freight thoroughfare, under an
agreement made two years ago, the
Mexican government leasing the road
to the British for 50 years.

The line will be ready within four
years. Two thousand men are work-
ing,personally supervised by Sir Weet-
man Pearson. Harbors are being con-
structed at both ends, affording an-
chorage to the largest vessels. Pear-
son says:

“We hope for 2,000,000 tons yearly on
the railway. If the Nicaraguan Canal
carries that it will have to charge 30
shillings a ton to make 4 per cent,
against our charge of 10 shillings.
‘We shall handle a ship's cargo in one
day, against three spent in the canal.
We have the best of the distance and a
start of fully five years. Through the
road is 190 miles long it has 900 bridges
of iron and stone, which, with the
steel rails, are coming from America.”

ELECTION FIGURES

Number of Votes Polled Creatly Increased
and Fewer Spoiled Ballots.

Ottawa, April 17.—The return of the
crown in chancery with respect to the
last general election has been prepar-
ed. The vote by provinces was:

Ontario, 26,083; Quebec, 237,259;
Nova Scotia, 107,836; New Brunswick,
68,340; Prince Edward Island, 21,129;
Manitoba, 41,780; British Columbia, 26,-
129; Northwest Territories, 23,618. This
is a total of 952,496, compared with
835,600 votes cast in 1896.

The largest majority was that of
the premier, in Quebec East, of 2,772,
and the smallest, that of Mr. Mec-
Neill, in North Bruce.

The number of rejected ballots was
7,718, compared with 13,871 in 1896.

It is believed this is due to the
change in the ballot, and that with
the additional changes contemplated,
there will be a much greater reduction
in the number of spoiled ballots.
