Dismissed By Tramways Co.George S. Gibbons, of London, 

proposed the toast, "Canada," to 
which Sir Wilfrid Laurier responded, 
at the banquet of the Liberal Clubs 
Federation of Ontario at the Ontario 
Club, Toronto. last night, and made 
an eloquent address. He pointed out 
that the federation was giving the 
young men of Ontario an opportun­
ity to play their part in the politics 
of the country. Genius for organisa­
tion could not alone accomplish such 
results if there had not been that 
militant Liberalism in the province 
which made the clubs possible and 
answered the need of the young men 
for political expression.

"Nineteen years ago, in 1896,” be 
said, “the cry swept Ontario, 
‘Laurier, Mowat, and Victory.’ In 
1916, after a cycle of twenty years, 
the cry will go out, ‘Laurier and Vic- 
tory.’

“If this meeting had been in 
Flanders, the London Liberal Club 
would have a big representation. 
Our president is there, and our sec­
retary. It is the duty and responsi­
bility of Liberals to play their full 
parts, whether in arms or the civil 
affairs. It is necessary to fight, and 
to finish it with honesty and effi­
ciency.

Liberal Opinion Dominates.
“It is a unique paradox in Canada 

that Liberalism is the dominating 
opinion, although in the minority. 
The Liberal party is the only party 
free to blaze the way to democratic 
ideals, the vision of the Canadian 
nation. Sir Wilfrid Laurier is the 
master-mind. He is the greatest 
constructive statesman in Canada— 
yes, in the Empire. After this war 
there will be a sharp conflict be­
tween the principles of Liberalism 
and others." Sir Wilfrid, he declared, 
had led Canada from a position of 
comparative obscurity to prominence 
in the Empire. A greater triumph 
by Sir Wilfrid than his triumph as 
premier, than his triumph as Liberal 
leader, was his triumph as a man. 
He was setting the ideal for young 
Canada, so pure in private life, so 
honorable in public life, 80 elo­
quent and son honest at heart.”

Sir Wilfrid, at the outset, paid a 
tribute to Mr. Gibbons as a speaker, 
and reminded his hearers that Mr. 
Gibbons’ father was a personal

But Casualties Are Believed 
To Have Been Very 

Considerable. —From N. Y. World.Advertiser Illustrations.
In a letter to his mother. Alexander 

W. Munnoch, who enlisted for overseas 
service with the 1st Canadian Contin­
gent. and who is now in France fighting 
with the 90th Rifles, Winnipeg, tells of 
the fearful havoc wrought by the Ger­
mans in their use of poison gases. Of 
the horrible slaughter at Langemarck, 
and since then, he gives graphic descrip­
tion, and, although not wounded, won- 
cers how he came through such fire 
unscathed. The letter reads:

Belgium, May 1, 1915.
My Dear Mother,—Was so pleased 

to receive your letter of the 12th. 
but am sorry you are not in better 
health, and I suppose after seeing 
the account of the regiment in the 
papers you will be worrying about 
me, but I have come through the 
ten days with nothing worse than 
awful crampe caused from the gas 
which the Huns sent down on us.

It’s terrible, mother, to look 
around and see so many of the boys 
we know missing. Charlie Hallwood 
got shot In the back coming out of 
the trench, but was able to walk to 
a dressing station unassisted, but 
what has become of him since I do 
not know. He may have gotten back 
far enough to get sent to the hos- 
pital, or he may have been made a 
prisoner if he did not get away.

Our Col. Lipsett is the pride of the 
Canadians. He read us all the mes­
sages he received and made us a 
little speech yesterday, and we are 
all proud of him, as we are too of all 
our officers, who have proved them­
selves to be cool and brave, steady­
ing the men and setting a fine ex­
ample.

Gas Fumes Awful.
We had been in the trenches two 

days, and there was just the or­
dinary sniping and shell fire, when 
word came to us the Germans had 
used gas and driven the troops on 
our left back; the next morning the 
wind was towards us and we saw 
a green cloud coming along the 
ground. It’s the worst stuff Imagin­
able; some It killed, others it drove 
crazy, and made all of us have an 
awful cough, though we tied hand­
kerchief» over our noses and mouths, 
then they started heavy shelling, 
and they could Just drop shells 
wherever they wished, it seems. 
Our left trench got it the worst, in 
fact the company holding it were 
pract cally wiped out. We stood to 
our loopholes for 60 hours, and we 
were short of rations, as they could 
not be got up. The Germans were 
on our front, left and rear, and 
really, mother.

Paris. May 22.—Capt. Edmond Thery,

and Turkey.

British and French Forces 
Make Considerable Advance 

and Take Positions.

London, May 22—1:50 p.m.—Official an­
nouncement was made here today that 
the French and British forces operating 
against the Turks on Gallipoli Peninsula 
had gained further ground on the south­
ern end of the peninsula. The statement 
reads:

"The following has been received from 
the Mediterranean force:

"On May 19, in the southern area of 
Gallipoli Peninsula, the French forces, 
in conjunction with the British, made a 
considerable advance, and have consol­
idated the new position.

"Our aeroplanes dropped bombs 
amongst Turkish reinforcements land­
ing at Ak-Bashi Liman and caused con­
siderable losses.

“On the night of the 18th-19th the 
Turkish forces made determined at­
tacks against the Australian and New 
Zealand corps, which were all repulsed 
with heavy losses, their casualties being 
over 7,000, of which 2,000 were killed. 
Our losses did not exceed 500.”
