But there are several other grounds of objec-
ion at least equally se:ious.

He
hasindeed taken the form inthe schedule to the
Act of 1891; and as that Act does not deal with
he lien of material-men, the schedule form
haturally omits all mention of materials. There
8 indeed another defect, as to which the
plaintiff has failed to comply with either of the
bohedule forms of affidavit; he omits the ad-
Hress of the land owner. The same statute
which gives the inchoate right of lien. either
lor work or materials, declares that it shall
hbsolutely ceese unless an affidavit be filed
ithin 3L days, stating the enumerated par-
jculars, one of which is the address of the
owner. That affidavit constitutes the liem
section 9 of 1888, section 8 of 1891) and in order
o acquire a right of this very unusual nature,
the st-tute must be strictly followed. On these
lgrounds again, therefore, the clainmy of lien fails.
Then the plaintiff has closed his case with-
lout producing any evidence that the work or
materials were supplied at the request of the
cwner, Mr. Duck, (section 4 in beth sm:tm;as).
or that Grant, who alone confracted with the
plaintiff, was «t all employed by Mr. Duck, or
that the labor, etc., in respect of which the
laintiff’s claims, was ever.brought within the
e of the owner or his authol
agent (section 7in each statute); or that the
owner had any agent authorized to-take cogni-
zance of the work, etc. If I were to depile
merely on :this want of evidence, which pro-
bably could be supplied, I might, perhaps,
an ordinary action, enter a verdict of non-
without prejudice to a fresh action. But these
statutes do not confer ordinary rights. ‘They
mu be followed and construed at least as
str ; as the statutes reguvlating conditional
bilis of sale. And I do not think that the plain-
tiff could in any fresh action overcome the very
serious objections already enumerated. The
action will, therefore, be dismissed. There has
not neen pointed out, nor can I perceive any
lgood cause why the costs should not follow the
event, and, unless ;there be good cause, I have
no discretion in the matter of costs.
