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JAPAN PROTESTS.

The Emperor of Japan has directed
Mr, Nosee, Japanese consul to Canada,
to gnter a protest with the Governor-
General against the royal assent being
given to the Oriental labor bill, so-
called, o far as it concerns the Japanese.
The protest is based upon the claim that
the measure is ‘‘ utterly unjust and un-
friendly and is against treaty obliga-
tione.” The Japanese government takes
the position that Canada is bound to
accord to the people of Japan the same
treatment as is accorded to the people of
other nations, China and Korea ex-
cepted.

The question thus brought forward in
this acute manner is one of extreme im-
portance. Great Britain was the first
nation to récognize Japan as a civilized
power. This recognition was promptly
followed by similar action on the part
of the United States and all the Euro-
pean powers except Austria. The Jap-
anese appreciated this very greatly and
they will be likely to resent very keenly
any step on the part of Canada or one of
the provinces of the Dominion which
aims at discriminating against them.
They will very naturally regard a law
forbidding the employment of Japanese
by incorporated companies, passed by a
Canadian province and assented to
by -the Governor-General, as a di-
rect and uncalled for insult.
To appreciate their position we must try
and put ourselves in their place. They
have made a successful effort to take
rank among civilized nations, and they
cannot be expected to regard with
equanimity any attempt on the part of
Canada to place them on a lower plane
from that accorded to them by the gov-
ernments of the leading nations of the
world. . ‘

What aetion the Japanese government
might take if the bill in question becomes
law we are not prepared to say, but very

. little ingenuity would -be necessary to
discover methods of retaliation which
would injure Canada very much more
than any poseible Japanese immigration.
In instructing the Consul the Oriental
Government intimated that grave com-
plications might arise from such.legis-
lation. We do not suppose that these
would take a political character, for it
would be an easy matter for Japan to
strike Canadian trade with the Orient a
vital blow simply by an appeal to the
patriotism of her merchants.

The CovLox1st is aware that its position
in this matter is likely to be greatly mis-
represented, but it proposes to do fear-
lessly what it considers to be its duty
in the premises. When the Oriental
labor Dbill was amended by in-
serting the word *‘ Japanese’’ without
& word. of discussion, we took occasion
to describe this treatment of an interna-
tional question as flippant. We repeat
that the legislature treated the question
in a most flippant way, and we com-
mend heartily the course of the Lieuten-
ant-Governor in throwing upon the Lo-
minion government the responsibility of
the crisis thus heedlessly precipitated.
Against Chinese exclusion we had not
then and have not now a word of objec-
tion to make. Ifa law excluding Chi-
nege, in the manner. contemplated by
the bill under discussion, is within the
powers of the Provincial legislature, we
would not raise the slightest obstacle
to its enactment. But in view of the
great and growing interests which this
Province has in the trade of Japan, we
deem it highly objeetionable to incur the

ill-will of that great and aggressive power

for the sake of avoiding what we are
quite satiefied is largely an imaginary
danger. :

THE NEW PARLIAMENT BUILDING

London Graphic prints a good picture
of our new parliament building and the
following appreciative reference to it :

“ A significant celebration of Her Ma-
jesty’s Diamond Jubilee has been ar-
ranged by the residents of British Col-
umbia, in the opening on June 2lst of
the new Government buildings at Vic-
toria, which have been in progress of
erection during the last three years.
The design, material and labor are all
domestic produactions, and the total cost
of the building has been considerably
lese than $1,000,000. The sandstone,
granite and marble of which the walls
are formed abound in the province and
come straight from the quarries; native
cedar, maple and oak are combined in
the interior furnishings; even the roof
of slate and the dome of eopper are Brit-
ish Columbia materials. Broadly, the
buildings are arranged in three groups—
the centre or principal building, com-
prising six departments, so arranged
that while each of the three wings will
be a perfect and complete building
erected independently of the others, they
will, when completed, form one strac-
ture. The length of the central build-
ing is 288 feet, with a maximum depth
of 200 feet, and with the colonnades and
side wings added the length of the facade
is 500 feet. The buildings cover an area
of 5,000 square yards, or more than an
acre, while the great dome—to the top of
the colossal copper figure of Captain
George Vancouver which surmounts it—
is over 150 feet above the ground floor.”

CELEBRATION PRELIMINARIES.

Yesterday saw
twoimportant meetings for the advance-
ment of the Carnival preparations, the
finance department and the band com-
mittee both meeting for the dispatch of
important business.

ARCTIC EXPLORATION.

Lieut. Peary, who has just received
five years leave of absence from the navy
department, has outlined his plan for the
proposed Arctic expedition. On July 8
he will start North on the preliminary
journey, the sole object of which will be

to make arrangements for the ffnal trip,
which will be begun in June, 1898. Lieut.
Peary will first pick out a ship for the
prelioinary voyage. He will select one
of the St. John sealers, and have it ready
to leave Boston between July 5 and 8.
At Boston the sealer will take on board a
store of supplies.

Lieut. Peary will be accompanied on
board by two or more scientific parties
which will go North with him to a point
near Melville bay. ' Ope of the parties
will be conducted by Prof. G. M. Barton,
of the Massachusetts Institute of Tech-
nology. Anoiher will be led by Prof. C.
M. Hitchcock, of Dartmouth, and anum-
ber of Yale scientists will probably organ-
ize a third party. These scientists will
work independently of Lieut. Peary, and
will only be passengers with him. The
results of their studies will in no way
concern his affairs.

of Eskimos at Whale sound, who are
known as the Arctic highlanders. Mr.
Peary has lived with these people and
gained their entire confidence and affec-
tion. When he left Whale sound, he
says, he was acquainted with every man,
woman and child in the colony. He has
the utmost 'confidence in the people and
he says they will do anything for him
within their power. He will pick out six
or eight of the most intelligent young
men in the colody and prepare them to
take their families North with them and
establish another- colony which a year
later will be his basis of supplies. At
this village, which they will found, they
will work throughout the year collecting
mea*, furs, bearskins to be made into
boots, sledges and other supplies, and
collecting and training a pack of the best
Eskimo dogs obtainable. Lieut. Peary
say he would utilize the entire tribe in
his work if it were necessary. He will
have his men arrange affairs so that when
he sees them in the summer of 1898 they
will be ready to move North with him at
a day’s notice.

Lieut. Peary will be accompanied on
this summer’s trip by his wife and his
3-y.ar-old daughter, but on the main ex-
pedition Mrs. Peary and the child will
rewan in this ‘country. The journey
this summer will be from Boston to Cape

through the Gulf of St. Lawrence to Belle
Isle; up the Labrador coast to the mouth
of Hudson strait; then to Resolution
island and across to the South Greenland
coast, to Melville' bay. and finaliy to
Whale sound, which will be reached in
the latter part of July. The return will
be made in September.

Lieut. Peary is enthusiastic over the
plans of his trip, and is looking forward
to his five years’ work with the greatest
pleasure. He has the following to say of
the projected expedition :

¢ The project is entirely my own. The
American Geographical Society, the tech-
nical society most capable of passing on
the project, has promised to subscribe
mon:y for the trip when it is needed.
The American Museum of Natural His-
tory has also subscribed. I have ontlined
plans very carefully, and have made use
of all the experience [ have gained in
previous expeditions. I depend largely
for my success upon the co-operation of
the Eskimos, but I have complete confi-
dence in them and know that I can trust
them to do everything I tell them, and to
have everything in readiness for me when
I am prepated to start on the main expe-
dition for the pole.

‘“As for the plans for the main expe-
dition, I can say little more than has
already been published. I am thoroughly
decided on one point, however, and that
is, that I shall - take with me very few
white men. I shall give much attention
to the selection of my surgeon, who must
be vigorous, active and thoroughly en-
thusiastic. I shall time the main expe-
dition carefully, and be prepared to make
the final dash for the pole at precisely the
time when all the conditions are most
favorable.

‘‘From the present time until July I
shall be busy preparing for the prelimin-
ary trip. There will be much to do, but
I am determined that there shall be no
delays, for any interference with the
plans I have outlined might be fatal to
the entire project.”

THE SMELTER QUESTION.

’ (From the Rossland Miner.)

The announcement of the agreement on
the Crow’s Nest Pass railroad probably
disposes of the smelter question. Accord-
ing ‘to the agreement made between the
government and the O.P.R. there is in
the first place to be no monopoly of the
coal fields, for the government gets 50,000
acres, which it can dispose of as it pleases,
In the second place, the price of coal as
made by the C.P.R, cannot exceed sz
per ton free on board the cars, and in
the third place the C.P.R. cannot makea
profit on coal of more than 75 cents a ton.
Supposing the price of coalis $2 per
ton on board the cars at the mines, the
freight charge to the Columbia river and
common points certainly would not be
over $2.560 per ton—perhaps not over $2
—making the price to Kootenay smelters
$4 or $4.50 per ton. Coke, of course,
will be proportionately low, certainly not
over $7 per ton. Coal delivered at the
Trail smelter now costs about $12 per
ton, and coke $14, so that the Crow’s
Nest line will reduce the price of coke
one-half and the price of coal nearly, if
not quite, two-thirds. )
What will be the result? Smelting
can and will be done even more cheaply
on the Columbia river and common points
within British Columbia than on the
other side of the line. We do not be-
lieve an export duty on ores will be need-
ed to bring the smelting indostry to
British Columbia, but that it will come
because as a matter of business it will be
better to do it here. This is, after all,
the best solution of the problem.
