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PANIC IN DRYGOODS SHOP.

Huge Water Tank Crashes Through 
Roof of New York Emporium.

New York, May 29.—By the collapse 
of a tank on the roof of Adams & Co.’s 
drygoods store on Sixth avenue, fol­
lowed by a panic among customers and 
clerks, nearly a score of persons were 
more or less seriously injured this 
afternoon. The store was crowded 
with customers when the tank, owing 
to Its supports giving way, toppled 
over on a dome skylight, precipitating 
10,000 gallons of water and a shower 
of glass on the main*floors. A num­
ber of clerks and customers were cut 
by fragments of glass and a panic 
ensued, In which hundreds of women 
made frenzied efforts to reach the 
street.

Firemen and ambulances were soon 
on hand, and the injuries of about a 
dozen persons were dressed by the 
surgeons.

The Boundary Surveys-
It is expected that the work of de­

limiting the international boundary be­
tween British Columbia and the states 
of Montana and Washington will be 
completed this season. Canadian sur­
veyors are already in the field, work­
ing , jointly with their United States 
associates.

The ,Japanese 
pjremier stated on his return that Talien 
(Dalny), would, probably be the most 
important Manchurian port, it being 
more suitable than Yingkou (New- 
chwang.) The buildings at Talien had 
been repaired, but warehouses were 
necessary. Fort Arthur, he said, had 
no future, except as a naval fort. The 
old Chinese town had recovered much 
of its activity, but the larger Russian 
buildings were unrepaired and the forts 
were left as they were when Stoessel 
abandoned them. There is a general air 
bt destruction and desolation. Yingkon 
is still the great emporium of trade 
with central and northern Manchuria, al­
though it has not yet recovered the de­
gree of prosperity it had before the 
war. This port will rival Talien, Jap­
anese subjects are increasing rapidly in 
Manchuria. There are 6,000 at Talien, 
4,000 at Mukden, and many are con­
gregating at Tiehling and other points. 
The Fushun mines, - now being operated 
by Japanese, were found valuable, 400 
tons being raised daily, which will be 
increased when shipping, facilities offer, 
to 3,000 or 4,000 tons.

Manager Lindsey on Fuel Outlook in 
Crow's Nest Pass Mines.

G. G. S. Lindsey, K. C„ vice presi­
dent and general manager of the 
Crow’s Nest Pass Coal Company, who 
is in Nelson in connection with some 
legal business at the assizes, said to a 
reporter of the Daily News of that 
city, in answer to a question as to 
whether the Great Northern Railway 
contemplated extending their line east 
to Michel from Femie; “You have 
seen what Mr. Hill said at Winnipeg 
recently. That means that when he 
does build east of Fernle he must go 
to Michel, whatever the route from 
there , may be. There Is no other way 
of getting out of the Crow’s Nest 
valley.

“We are increasing our output every 
day and by the end of the month wtlL- 
have a daily tonnage of 4000 tons. As 
our coal gets better known It displaces 
all others that freight hauls will permit 
of being replaced, when rating our coal 
at more than 60 per cent, better than 
other western fuels.
