DIG GAME PROTECTION.
The need for good, live game war- 

cns is more necessary in this district 
during the close season than at any 
oilier season of the year if our big 
game animals are to be protected.

The Graphic has been given some 
idea of the slaughter of moose and 
deer in former winters.

Last winter one lumber camp sold 
six moose and thirty-seven deer hides 
to a Campbellton dealer. This job­
ber depended entirely upon big game 
for his fresh meat.

In a district which embraces about 
half the county of Restigouche one 
hundred and four moose were killed 
last year, all but nine were killed il­
legally.

From the above report it will be 
seen that if our big game are to be 
saved from extermination some differ­
ent measures will have to be taken. 
In former years the game wardens 
were discharged at the end of the open 
season December 1st) and no 
protection was given during the most 
essential period, when the snow is 
deep.

This year it is hoped the wardens 
will be kept on all the year and we 
expect to announce this in a week or 
so. In the meantime one man is bn 
duty, and will endeavor to see that thé 
law is observed.
