Threat of An Air Raid Adds Allied Aviators Tribute {o The

uSES FROM CLOUDS

Before the body of Mayor Baoul
Lufbury was placed in a grave near a
certain French village, it lay in state
in a room of a small frame buiding.
Around it were hundreds of wreaths
of. flowers sent by American comrad-

! es, French aviators who had" knbwn
him in the French army and by French
army corps.

A top all the handsome w1eaths was
a little bunch of wild roses and dhaisies
to which was atéached a pleee of pay-
| er, saying iL came from Major Luf-
! bury’s orderly and mentioning many
kindnesses. ~ With tears the orderly
reverently placed the flowers on the
casket.

The funeral of Major Lufbury was
most impressive. The pall-bearers,
three American and three Freneh avi-
| aters, earried the flag-draped coffin
i {from ‘the little frame building to «
motor car for the trip to the grave.
The procession was led by an Amer-
ican band, a eompany of Amerfcan in-
fantry just from the trenches amd a
company of French infantry. Follow-
| ing the coffin were 200 Anferican and
French officers, including all of Major-
Lufbury’s companions in the air ser-
vice, the American general command-
ing the-sector northwest of Toul, and
a French general commanding an
army corps.

The party drew up at the crave,
and while the service was beirg rear!
one American aviator after anothey
planned dowp feom the . his motor
shut off, unti! he was just overhead.
Each threw out great bunches of red
roses, which float~1 down on the cof-
fin and the bared heads of the officers
oand eaps of the soldicrs, who were
drawn up at atlention®

At the conclusion of the seryvices
the French Gen~ral stepped forward
and said:

“On behalf of my comrades oi the
French army, [ wish to pay respeetful
fraternal tribute to one of the heroes
of the air, why vas victorious cigh-
teen times; a son of the noble and
generous republic which came #e our
assistance to save the liberties of the

wor'd.

“Rest peacefully, Major Lufbury,
close by the martyrs to our preat
cause. Your glorious example will
inspire in us the spirit of saciifice.
