Crime in Hungary.

They have a primitive way in some parts
of Hungary of proceeding against persons
accused of crime-. Miksa Trailla, a boy of
15, employed as'a servant in the neighbor-.
hood of Temesvar, was suspected of steal-
ing about $8 from his master, He was
handed over to the police, and being sus-
pended by the feet, head downward, from
a hook in the ceiling, was belabored for
two hours with a wet rope. The next
morning the half dead boy was stretched on
the floor and beaten on the legs and knees
with a cudgel. A few hours later a magis-
trate ordered him/to be suspended again by
the feet, and in that position he remained
h.!l he was unconseious. In the evening,
still refusing to confess, he was held with
naked breast and arms against a red hot
stove. A brother of the lad, who implored
a local notary to intercede and put an end
to the torture, was thrown into Prison by
order of that functionary and heavily iron-
ed. On the third day, by order of higher
officials, who had been informed of these
doings, the two brothers were released.
Such occurrences are not rare among the
densely ignorant country populations of
eastern Eurepe.

The Height of Women's Heels.

For along time, says the St. James's
Gazette, the alarming height of the heels
of woman’s boots has been a source of deep
anxiety to her many friends and admirers,

but it is generally felt that any remonstance
with her on the subject would only irritate
her. An action was brought in London
the other day to recover compensation for
personal injuries, and was defended on the
ground of contributory negligence. The
plaintiff was a butcher, who, with his wife,
went on board a steamer belonging to the
defendant for a short sea trip. While step-
ping on board the vessel the plaintiff’s wife
slipped and fell, breaking her leg. A ques-
tion was raised in the course of the inquiry
as to the height of the heels of her boots.
She described them as being not very high
—about the usual height. A medical wit-
ness expressed his opinion that the heels of
the boots worn by plaintiff’s wife were not
very high; but admitted that high heels led
to many accidents, and in some cases ‘‘con-
duced to injury of the spine.” In the end

Election Bribery in Berlin,
Some pithy disclosures just made show
that the conservatives spent more money in
their canvass at the late German elections

in Berlin alone than was expended by al
factions of the liberals together throug hout
the empire. Much of this was contrifmted
by persons who desired to injure the Jews
as a class, in order to reach individual
members of the race, against whom _they
had grudges. One extensive dealer in dry
goods in Berlin, of the name of Hertzog,
whose rage al certain active and successful
competitors of the mosaic faith knows no
bounds, alone raised over 400,000 marks for
the conservative campaign fund, and of this
is believed to have taken 160,000 marks
out of his own cket. The aristocracy
contributed very little to the outlay. and
this fact, together with the poor returns
obtained for the money, is causing a good
deal of dissatisfaction among those who
have the best cause for complaint,

Warlike Preparations in France.

The French government has been very
busy of late in erecting fortifications on its
eastern frontier, The highest points on
the line from Montmedy to Belfort have
been cleared of trees, and are to be crowned
with forts , and military roads, trenches,
and earthworks of all kinds are being made
on the plains below. Toul is now the
strongest of the French fortresses on the
side of Germany. Being on the railway
from Paris to Strasburg, and surrounded

by high hills onall sides, it is well adapted:

as a site for & large fortified camp ; and six
forts are being built on the hills around it,
which are 1000 feet above the level of the
sea.

A Massacre 100 Years Ago.

The only survivors of the massacre of
christian Indians at Gnadenhutten, Ohio,
a hundred years ago, were two small boys,
of whom one feigned death and the other
escaped through a trap-door in the barn
where all were confned before their brutal
murder. At the centennial celebration of
this slaughter on Wednesday the Rev. A.
Hartman, missionary to the Delaware In-
