Wasaincrox, March 23—It is reported

Mr, West,
iwhen questioned, would not ad-
mit  that this government had been
notified of such instructions to him, but he
#aid her majesty’s government conld do no
less than take cognizance of the utterances
of Rossa and otbers, Hehad expected some
such instructions from Lord Granville.
Sofntnry Frelinghuysen was non-commit-
tal. It 1s believed some communication has

just passed between the British minister
and the state dcr'cﬁmnt, but there is
reason to doubt if it took anything like the
menacing form aseribed by rumor.
Frelinghuysen being questioned this
afternoon regarding the alleged representa-
tions of the Britis ‘ﬁurnmcnt concerning
the utterances of Irish sympathizers,
said the relaticns between tho two countries
were never more cordial and a better un-
derstanding pever existed. He did not see
thefslightest reason to app=ehend that these
relations will be impaired.
Assistant-Secretary Davis said, ‘It is
no doubt very annoying to the English
government and people to feel that men
are harbored in another country, and to
some extent encou in their sympathies
with, and indirect aid to assassins and dy-
namite plotters, who are giving them so
much trouble, but -this ernment can
deal only with the facts and acts under the
laws as they stand upon the statute books,
