Oa Suoday morning the victims tracked
the robbers after the rain to the Seaforth
gravel road, where all traces were lost.

Round first: Both men advanced to the
centre of the ring, Mitchell teeming guite
confideat. McCaffrey was smiling, but
evidently nervous. After some ecantious
sparring, McCaffrey let “fly his right,
getting Mitchell' on the breast, a little
short for effect, but which seemed to make
Mitchell cautious. Then the Englishman
made a vicious left:hander on the body
and followed up with an effort at close in-
fighting, which ended in a clinch, when
McCaffrey got in a'swinging right-hander,
ending the round ‘in McCaffrey’s favor
amid great cheering.

Round 2: Mitchell opened by several
terrible body blows, seemingly determined
to force the fighting but McCaffrey faced
the music in goed style and ‘got in some
good ones in return on Mitchell’s face and
head. Here the men stood offand s
cantiously again, when suddenly Me-
Caffrey visited his antagonist on the right
ear with a blow that seemed to stagger
bim, Mitchell quickly recovered and
. delivered some  tetrific ‘sledge hammer
blows on McCaffrey’s chest and neck.
The Pittebtiry man returned the fire,
giving Mitchell a rattler. Mitchell tried
to force his opponent to the ropes but Mc-
Caffrey stood his ground and some short,
sharp fighting ensued. When time was
called McCaffrey seemed to have had the
best of it. .

Round 3: Both men were considerably
blown when time was called. McCaffrey
looked confident and jumped to the mid-
dle of the ring. Mitchell again tried to
force the fighting but met a staggering
right-hander in no time and blood E:wed
from a gash under his right eye and from
the nose. First blood for MecCaffrey
claimed and allowed. McCaffrey now
seemed to have things his ~wn way.

THE GENERAL MASTEBR OF THR
ORDER DELIVERS A LECTURRE. s

T B. Powderly Tells the Story of the
Organization and Progress of the So-
elety—Shaftesbury Hall Crowded.

When T.- B. Powderly, general master
ot the knights of ‘labor of North America,
mounted the rostrum in Shaftesbury hall
last night, he found one of the largest au-
diences-ever gathered together in that spa-
cions apartment. The assembly embraced
all classes, and included a large number of
ladies.  On the platform were Hon.
Edward Blake, Hon. T. W, Anglin, Mayor
Boswell, Jobn Cameron of the Globe,
Edmund E. Sheppard of the News, Dr.
Wild, Peter Ryan and Ald. Piper.

John Rooney of the trade and laher

council presided and read letters of apology
for non-attendance from H. W, Darling,
president of the board of trade, and Hon.
Oliver Mowat. Inintroducing the lecturer
the chairman stated that the pablic gen-
arally were prejudiced against the knights
of labor, becatte wnacquainted With the
objects they had in view. The lecture
was delivered for the pu of setting

The speaker of the evening then took the

In 1869 the
knights of labor were organized, for the
working classes felt the want of an organi-
zation more comprehensive than the trade
anions which formerly existed.  In the
short time it has been in existence it has
spread over the most of the civilized "
world. © /
The knights of labor have been called
communists and sqcialists, but they repu-
since .these terms
imply vidlence. Anything they do they
mean shall be accompiished bi: e exercise
of mind rather than physical force,

Two great obstructions to, the -
of the organization are nstiou;iity and
creed over which it is silly to dispute since
40 man can chaoge the former nor will he
give np the latter, The leeturer advised
rhe brethren to forget their different na-
rionalities and following the example of
some Oh?'l'oh‘ *“have nothiog to do with
The fourteenth article of the ooutitutioﬁ
was read. It requires the reduction of the
hours of labor from ter to eight hours per
day.” This will be the means of atiording
employment to the thousands of idle men
n this continent and (in that case they
will become eopsumers as well as pro-
ducers, ¢
One argument used in favor of long hours
is that men are thus kept from spendiog

if they do spend their leisure hours in such’
places that time belongs to themselves and:
not to their employers. Here the lecturer
treated the ‘to a temperance lec-
ture and was especially hard vpon the
hotelkeepers who, he said, were unfit to
velong to the knights of labor since they
produced nothing but drunkards, widows,
orphans and ruined homes.
Another claim made by the organisation
18 that children shall not be compelled to
work in factories. Besides ruining their
heal$h it deprives them of  the educational
advantages of the country, and an ignor-
ant race of workingmen is the result,

The tyranny of the employer over his

employes was deplored. he men who
iost their lives in the powder mill explosion
near Hamilton the other day had told the
superintendent the works were not safe,
but that gentleman informed them that if
they were afraid to remain in their places
he would find plenty of men to fill them.!
The knights of labor were often called
fanatics, but mever murderers. Are the
employers as innocent of the charge? !
here the knights of labor draft a bill
embodying their demands and present it to
congress, every man there who votes
against it shall be consigned to political
oblivion by the vote of the workingmen,
The lecturer them closed with a brilliant
peroration well calculated to enthuse his
hearers and impress them with the justice
of their cause.
