The bitter frosts and snow bliz­
zards reported this week from various parts 
of Europe, including northern Italy, indi­
cate that the phenomenal “cold wave” that 
swept over America at the close of last 
month is traveling around the whole north­
ern hemisphere.

The Herald gave on the 19th and 23rd 
nit. reasons for inferring that, paradoxical 
as it may at first appear, the extraordinary 
heat of last summer and the late severe 
cold spell are both traceable to some excess 
of heat-radiation from the sun during his 
present period of increased activity. If we 
suppose that his expansive rays, now -falling 
vertically ou the southern hemisphere, are 
exceptionally powerful, it seems evident 
that a large mass of air muet ascend and be 
driven thence across the equator into our 
hemisphere and finally descend upon 
America and Europe, generating the large 
anti-cyclonea or “cold waves.”

Pruning Is Not Foiling.
An incidental allusion made by the 

Premier at the Board of Trade banquet to 
the wisdom of lopping off dead branches 
from the National Policy tree has thrown 
the opponents of protection into ecstasy.

They seem to have never witnessed a "vine 
pruner at work, or a humble “hedger and 
ditcher” thinning quick fences in the 
fall in order to strengthen their growth in 
the spring. Neither are they posted so far 
in fiscal affaire as to know that tariffs are 
being continually trimmed, as that of 
Canada has been frequently in the last 
twelve y fare. ,

To suppose jihat an avowed intention of 
pruning aw
N. P. means felling that sturdy, fruitful 
tree, or toreshadowe a policy of removing 
it as an encumberer ol tbe ground, is very 
juvenile.

We have never protested to the extent of 
one word agailtot amending the tariff, we 
have urged improvements, but none tbe 
less we demand of those whô are railing 
against it» operation and effects, to point 
out the particular branches that need prun­
ing down "or lopping away.

If, in resjfonse to our appeals, it is shown 
that the N.P. plant is making “dead wood,” 
that certain branches do not show any sign 
of growing into fruit-bearing life, we are 
quite ready to suggest the use of the prun­
ing knife by experts iu fiscal horticulture.
But mere vague declamation we condemn
