THE MIDDLETOWN MURDERS.

Pnnl Hallway's Bodv Found—Mrs. Hol­
liday Attempts Suicide.

Middletown, N.Y., Sept 7.—The chief 
event of the day has been the finding of 
Panl Halliday’a body beneath the floor of 
the house where the two Newburgh wo­
men, Margaret McQuillan and lier daugh­
ter, Sarah, were murdered. This makes 
three persons Mrs. Halliday stands 
charged with murdering. Constable Scott 
reports that ,thjs morning Mrs. Halliday 
tore her garter loose, broke and twisted it 
around her neck and pulled on both ends 
with all her strength. He removed it from 
her aa soon as he discovered what she waa 
attempting to do, but her face was badly 
flushed and she was panting for breath. 
She has been watched very closely ever 
since. About two years ago a boy named 
George Kline, who lived in the house next 
the Hollidays, disappeared, 
supposed at the time 
had stolen a horse and wagon which 
bad been missed and made off with it. 
Search waa made for the boy, but nothing 
was ever seen or heard of him. It is now 
thought that he may in abme way have in­
curred the displeasure of Mrs. Halliday,who 
put him out of the way. In fact it is 
generally believe that more bodies may be 
found about the locality of the Halliday 
house.

Several Guards Killed By the Expleelon 
of Bomb*.

7.—News has been re­
ceived from Honduras that the partisans of 
Bonilla recently attempted to blow up a 
garrison powder house in Tegucigalpa with 
dynamite. Weather condition» prevented 
a frightful loss of life. Twenty-six dyna­
mite bombs were thrown at the powder 
hones, and in the explosion five of the 
guards were fatally wounded. They died 
shortly afterwards. The building was de­
molished.

TWELVE KILLED

In * Head-Ou Collision Near South 
Chicago Yesterday.

Chicago, Sept. 7.—A head-on collision 
between a milk train on the Chicago, Pitts- 
burg and Fort Wayne Railway and an east- 
bound passenger train on the Panhandler or 
Pittsburg, Cincinnati, Chicago and St.

When Mr. Laurier stepped to the front 

of tho platform, venerable tfnd hoary-head­
ed Samuel G. Wiggins, who was born in 
Lundy’s Lane in 1812, and who shouldered 
*rma fdr Mackenzie, rose up and said. 
“The spirit of old William Lyon Mackenzie 
is here to-day.” Mr. Laurier replied:

I am glad to see tbe spirit of freedom as 
represented by William Lyon Mackenzie is 
here to-day. This historic county of Wel­
land is known to me. I come from Quebec, 
I am of French blood, but at tbe tftne 
William Lyon Mackenzie was fighting for 
your liberties Jean Bspineau fought the 
same cause for us. [Cheers. 1

After apologizing for 
voice, and explaining that he had lost it 
working in a good cause, the cause of the 
people, Mr. Laurier thus referred to the 
demonstration:

It is disappointing that instead of sunshine 
we have rain. But you old veterans know 
as well as I know that there is 
a campaign but that h»s its reverses 
and its disappointments. I have only this 
tossy, “When you meet them spit on your 
bands and try again.” This weather is not 
what we expected, but all things that the 
farmer requires are covered by the Liberal 
platform. What the farmers require most 
just now is rain, and rain came with tbe 
platform of the Liberal party. [Laughter.]

He expressed the hope that there were 
many Conservatives present. The Liberal 
party, he explained, was like the Kingdom 
of Heaven—there was more joy expressed 
for the repentance of one sinner than for the 
preservation of the other ninety and.nine.

He believed in government by party; it 
was the best form of government ever de­
vised by mon for men, but when a party as 
a Government no longer allowed the peuple 
to govern it was time it was ousted from 
power.

Alleged Lack of Prosperity.
The speaker referred to the sentence in 

the address describing Niagara as the Gar­
den of Canada,and said he doubted whether 
other sections of Ontario would admit the 
claim. He had heard the same claim made 
in Halton, in York, in Ontario, in Muako- 
ka, in Nova Scotia where the dyke lands 
had been reclaimed by the Bay of Fundy, 
and in Prince Edward Island, xlt was not
for him to decide which of the claimants 
were right, but when he saw so many con­
flicting opinions as to which is the best it 
was fair to conclude • that this must be a 
fair country to live in. Yet everywhere the 
same tale is told that this garden under 
heaven does not give the food and the shel­
ter and does not have the habitation 
that it ought to. Is it not a fact, 
he asked, that the population has 
been decimated and 
perhaps there is not 
county that has not one of its members in 
the United States? Is it not a fact, con­
tinued tOTepeaker, that Canada ought to­
day with all the advantages Providence 
has showered upon it attain the position 
it is entitled to ? The fault that it has not 
is not to be placed on Providence, it cannot 
be placed on the men of the Dominion. It 
must be placed where it bslpnga—altogether 
ou the vicious policy that this country has 
been and is suffering from. It the whole 
cause is not attributable to the fiscal policy 
then I ask our opponents to say where the 
cause is.

Speaking on the question of freedom of 

trade Mr. Laurier said this:
The Government stand by protection ; the 

Liberal party stand by freedom of trade all 
over the world. It is not possible at this 
moment to give free trade now if the Liberal 
party came to power, but when we come to 
power, aa come we will—[cheer»]—we will 
relieve the people from the yoke they are 
now suffering from, with free trade as the 

goal which from this day 
henceforth the Liberal party will strive to 
roach. The Minister of Finance only 
days ago in New Brunswick said he would if 
necessary increase the tariff bv 50 pnr cent 
in order to keep up our so-called industries, 
which never grow, which always have to be 
kept at the feeding-bottle. This statement 
of Mr. Foster means, if it means anything, 
that there are certain industries which can­
not be kept up unless we feed them by tax­
ation taken from the pockets of the people.
