Judge Margeson wil]l continue on the
stand when the commission resumes to-
morrow morning at 9.20, Col. Thomp-
son, chairman of the pensions board,
explained this afternoon that he had
made a mistake in giving evidence a
couple of days ago. He had said, in
answer to questions by G. W. V. A,
counsel. that it would make a great
difference whether or not the applica-
tion for pension was received before
September 1, 1920. As a matter of fact,
the date of application was of no im-
portance whatever. If it was proven
that the disability occurred prior to
September 1, 1920, the man was given
full pension, as long as the application
was received within three years after
the declaration of peace.

JUDGE MARGESON.

Judge Margeson was examined as to
his evidence before the 1920 Parlia-
mentary committee when he ang Dr.
Burgess were questioned together. To
Mr. Bowler he said he had stated that
the proposed amendment to section 11
would not affect former C. E. F. men
as compared with the old Pensions Act.
He haﬁ prepared the pension board
memorandum on the proposed amend-
ments. Th's stated that pension would
only be payable on a basis of attribut-
ability of disability to war service.

Col. Ralston: ““Then if a soldier died
one day before declaration of peace his
dependents would be pensionable; but
if after declaring of peace his de-
pendents would not be pensionable?”
Judge Margeson replied that under
| the 1919 act a man disabled or dying
after discharge was not pensionable
unless attributability was proven.
“After the 1920 amendments we took
away a certain right from some per-
sons,” said Judge Margeson. ‘‘There
was no conspiracy; it arose from the
delay in the declaration of peace and
unintentionally penalized the men dis-
charged between that date and the
actual declaration of peace. Mr. Mac-
Neill and the committee and everyone
else thought they knew all about the
declaration of peace at that time.”

TOOK BROAD VIEW.

How medical directors of units under
| the pensions board interpreted the
;Pensions Act was again the subject of
| close investigation at the morning sit-
| ting. Dr. A. E. Lundon and Dr. S. R.,
{ D. Hewitt, medical directors of the
| Montreal and Toronto units, respec-
tively, were on the stand, although the
evidence of Dr. Hewitt had not been
concluded on adjournment.

CONTINUAL CRIMINAL
COURT IS ADVOCATED

WINNIPEG, Man., 29.—Declaring it
to be a necessity, owing to the increase
of major crime In Mamitoba during the
last year, Col. J. G. Rattray, commis-
sioner of provincial police, has recom-
mended to the attorney-general's de-
partment the abolition of the present
system of assize court sittings in favor
of a continua! criminal court session,
presided over by one judge. He also
recommends a reduction in the petit
jury from 12 to 7 persons.

These recommendations will be put
before the next session of the Legis-
lature by way of amendments to the
Jury Act.

The present system for handling crim-
inal cases provides for four sessions
of the assize court each year, each ses-
sion handled by two and sometimes three
courts, which, during the past year,
have falled to clean up all cases on the
docket, due to the impossibility of hold-
ing a petit jury longer than 30 days.
When “the summer assize court closed
early in July more than a dozen cases
were laid over until the fall assizes.

The recommendation of Col. Rattray
will provide for one King’s bench judge
to sit in criminal court continuously,
or until such time as all criminal cases
on the docket are disposed of.

STILL DISPUTING

Toronto City Councll Debates Radlals
Two Days.

TORONTO, August 30.—For two days
Toronto City Council has been in ses-
sion considering the draft agreement
which gives a free six-track right-of-
way into Toronto for the proposed hydro
electric radials. Adjournment was taken
about midnight and the debate will be
resumed to-morrow,

Opposition has been voiced from the
Toronto Board of Trade, Toronto Trans-
portation Commission and Toronto har-
bor board. To these Sir Adam Beck and
many of the aldermen have pointed out
that if Toronto is to keep faith with
other municipalities in the radial scheme
it must pass the agreement,

Retail Merchants
Hits Class

Henry Watters Says Manufac-
turers or Others Have as

Much Right to Rule as the

Farmers

TORONTO, August 30.—J. J. Morri-
son and his doctrine of political class
consciousness got a verbal thumping
at thé® Toronto Fair luncheon to-day
from Henry Watters, of Ottawa, treas-
urer of the Retail Merchants’ Associa-
tion of Canada.

“There is as much reason for a gov-
ernment of retailecg or manufacturers
as of farmers,” he said, and he agreed
that there was no proper place in the
political groups.

There is an unwritten law at the

Toronto Fair against political speeches,
but Mr. Watters’' remarks were greeted
with applause quite frequently.

It wag a deviation from the principle
of British government and constitu-
tional practice to have government by
occupational groups, declared Mr. Wat-
ters.

He sald he was in accord with a
careful Immigration policy, but de-
clared that meny inmmigrants wculd not
conform to the ordinary social duties
of life. Many immigrants who came
here, he said, thought the money-
mgking propensity could be carried to
any degree, not wishing to observe an
eight-hour day or even a 12-hour day,
and thus making themselves undesir-
able. Effort should be made to secure
a Dbetter class of people from Eng-
land, Scotland and Ireland.

NOODSTOGK WL
NOT GET FACTORY

Brunswick-Balke Collender Com-
pany Will Not Come

CITY LOSES ON DEAL

Had High Hope of——Sccuring Big
Chicago Plant

WOODSTOCK, August
past three years Woodstock has been
building up hopes on the prospect of
one day becoming the Canadian head-
quarters of the Brunswick-Balke-Col-
lender Company, of Chicago. To this
end an agreement was entered into with
the company back in 1919, they to erect
a $300,000 factory here and to employ
a minimum of 300 hands, and to re-
ceive in return from the city a ten-
acre site including the Wayne oil tank
property and factory which the city
purchased for $18,000, as well as a bonus
of $50,000. The city passed a by-law
ratifying the agreement and also had
a private bill passed by the Legislature
giving assent to the transaction.

After nearly three years of waiting on
the part of the city, the Board of Trade
is in receipt of a letter from the com-
pany to the effect that they are not
coming. In all the city has spent some
$21,000 on the proposition in the way
of buying property, passing by-law, hav-
ing private bill passed, etc. The city
still has the property which brings a
yearly rental of $1,500, but is out the
total sum of incidental expenses which
run close to the $2,000 mark.

The matter of the failure of the com-
pany to meet its agreement with the
city is to receive the further attention
of the City Council at its next regular
session.

GREEK ARMY BADLY
DEFEATED BY TURKS

Projected Venice Conference for Settle-
ment Is Now Upset.

PARIS, August 30.—(Associated Press
(Cable.)—The projected Venice confer-
ence for settlement of the trouble in
Asia Minor is now seriously imperiled
as a result of the apparently successful
Turkish offensive, in the opinion of
French official circles.

Reports reaching the foreign office
to-day state that the Kemalists have
made considerable advances, throwing
the Greek army into great confusion
and destroying for the present at least
its morale. The Greek Minister of
War has gone hurriedly to Smyrna to
confer with the high command.

Fear was expressed in some quar-
ters that Greece might ceply to the
Turkish offensive with a move on Con-
stantinopie. The attitude of the British
Covernment in delaying the proposed
conference, in, which the Greeks and
Turks could meet and discuss their
difficulties, was given in official circles
as the reason why hostilities were re-
sumed. I. was said to-day that France
has continually urged a meeting of
Greek and Turkish representatives
with the allies as the only means of
stopping the war. If the Turks, as
officials here believe, finally consolidate
their present victory it will be almost
impossible to hold the Venice meeting
on the basls upon which it was
arranged, because the Turks, in that
case, would be sure to demand further
concessions.

JOHN FENNELL'S DEATH
IS LOSS TO KITCHENER

He Was Prominent Business Man and
Foremost Citizen

KITCHENER, August 30.—One of
Kitchener's  pioneer business men and
city builders passed away at his home,
Queen’'s street north, this afternoon in
the person of John Fennell. The de-
ceased was born in Coburg in 1837, com-
ing here in 1863 to open a small hard-
ware business, which has grown to be
one of the largest wholesale hardware
companies in the district at the present
time. He was the sole surviver,of the
original directors of the Economical
Fire Insurance Company and was pces-
ident of that institut’on at the time of
his death. During his career here the
late. Mr. Fennell had been active in
municipal affairs, serving on various
boards and other civic bodies. He was
also one of the organizers and first pres-
ident of the Board of Trade. He is sur-
vived by his widow, Alicia Jackson, and
the following children: Mrs. M. Stewart,
of Kitchener; Mrs. Proctor, of Whithy;

aHIPPING FRUIT

Turning From Sugar Beets to

Other Products
LONG DROUGHT INTERFERES

Later Varieties May Be Curtailed
in Consequence

SARNIA, August 30.—Lambton County
farmers seem to be turning from pro-
duction of sugar beets and going in
more for market gardening and fruit
culture. There is a large quantity of
fruit being shipped from Lambton
County by rail to Sudbury and other
non fruit growing districts, and by
water to Fort Willlam and the Soo. If
draught has effected the quality of fruit
in the county this summer it does not
appear to have seriously interfered with
quant.lty, though later varieties may be
curtailed. It is believed the number of
rurftl people engaged in vegetable and
fruit growing this season is larger than
in former years.

The Southern and Eastern portions of
the county have to quite a large extent,
turned from sugar beet growing to fruit
and vegetables. The slump in the sugar
beets industry was primarily responsi-
ble for the changed conditions. Al-
though the present market of fruit and
vegetables is distinctly favorable for
local purchasers there are indications
that the fall market will mot be so at-
tractive, either in quality or price, ow-
ing to the long spell of dry weather.

-The rains of the last few days have

helped considerably to freshen growing
products, but there is a lot of leeway to
make up.

BRITAIN RECOVERING
FROM EFFECTS OF WAR

Says Hon. James Robb on Return From
Trip to England.
QUEBEC, August 30.—Hon. J. A.
Robb, minister of commerce, returned
to-day from his trip abroad on the

Empress of India.

He said that he was well satisfied
with his visit to England and the re-
sults that he had attained. Although
he was most courteous he declined to
give any extended interview, on the
grounds that he would first have to see
and make his report to the prime min-
ister. He had no objection, however,
in saying that his interview with the
London corn exchange was gratifying
and he was pleased to receive the in-
formation from that wvery important
source that no complaint was enter-
tained in England against any of the
Canadian grain which had been shipped
through Canadian ports. The com-
plaint was the mixing of inferior quality
of Canadian grain, which had been
routed to and shipped through Ameri-
can ports,

He was glad to discover when abroad
that the United Kingdom was fast re-
covering from the effects of the Great
War and he saw a great change in
comparison for the better over his last
visit in 1920.

Discussing tradesand immigration re-
lations in the British Isles, Mr. Robb
said that he had taken up the ques-
tion of co-operation of all Canadian
immigration agents and Canadian trade
commerce on the other side to work
together in co-operation and co-ordina-
tion for the interests of Canada, and in
this respect he looked forward to good

The accident occurred while the party
was on the way to Leamington, where
tl}ey were to have attended a banquet
given in their honor, and which was
to have been a féature of the fire
chiefs’ convention, which had been in
session here for the past three days.

When nearing Tilbury Village it is
believed the party turned olit to pass
another automobile traveling in the
same direction and their car skidded
into the ditch, plunged through a fence
and turned upside down in a farmer’s
field, almost 100 feet from the scene
of the accident. Chief Tessier was the
only man in the car when it came to
a halt and he was pinned under the
wreckage,

MIRACULOUS ESCAPE.

How the party escaped being in-
stantly killed is a mystery. The ditch
into which the auto plunged was sev-
eral feet deep and when it turned over
in the field it was minus all
wheels and was a mass of twisted iron.

Dr. McCaul, of Tilbury, was called
and rendered first aid. He immediately
ordered that Tessier and Pyatt he
moved to the hospital here, but the
other three men remained in Tilliury.

There were no London fire depart-
ment officials in the party.
