Passed the 19th day of April, A. D., 1883,

Be it enacted by the Governor, Council
and Assembly, as follows :

1. All persons associated in partnership
for ding, facturing, mini aud
other purposes shall cause to be delivered
to the Registrar of Deeds of the County or
District in which they carry on or intend
to carry on business, & declaration in writ-
ing, signed by the several members of such
co-partnership. 1f, bowever, any of the
said members are absent from the pluce’
where they carry or jutend to carry on
business, at the time of making the de-
claration, then the declaration stall be
sigaed by the members prescnt in their

members, under their special authority to
that effect, and such special authority sball
be at the same time filed with the Registrar
of Devds and annexed to the declaration.

2. The said declaration shall be in the
form or to the cficct of Schedule A. to this
act, and shall contain the names, surnames,

or firm under which they cacry on such
business, and -shall state also the time
which the partnership has existed, and de-
clare that the persons thercin pamed are
the only memburs of such cospartaer-

ship.

3. The said declaration as respects any
co-partacrship existing at the time of the
passing of this Act shall be filed on or be-
fore the first day of 'July, 1883, and as res-
ects any co-partnership horcafter formed,
it shiall be filed within three mouths next
after the formation of such co-partner-
ship.

4. A similar declaration shall in like
manner be filed when and so often as any
change or alteration takes place in mem-
bership of such partnership, or in the
name, style er firm under which they in-
tend to carry on business, or in the place
of residence of each member of said firm,
and every new declaratiou shall state the
alteration in the parnership.

5. The allegations made in the declara-
tions, aforesuid shall not be controvertable
as agalnstany party not being a member

lof the partoersbip by sny- person who has

signed the same, or who was really a mem-
ber of the partuership thercin mentioned
at the time such declazations were respect-
ively made. 1
6. Until a new declaration is made and
filed by him, or by his co-partners, or any
of them as aforesaid, no such signer shall
be decmed to have ceased to be & partoer,
but nothing herein contained shall oxempt
any person who being a partner, fails to
declare the same as already provided, any
person way, -notwithstanding such omis-
sion, be sued jointly with the partners
mentioned in the declaration, or they may
be sued alone, and if judgment is recovef-
ed against them, any other partner or part-
ners may be sued jointly or severally, in
an action on the original cause of action
upon such judgment was rendered ; nor
shall anything in this Act be construed to

7. Upon the dissolution of any partner-
ship, any or all of the persons who com-
posed such partncrship may sign a declara-
tion certifying the dissolution of the part-
nership.
