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The action of the Municipal Council iq 
deciding not to light any of the bridges in 
the county eeetns to have swung around to/ 
the opposite extreme from last year when ni 
were lighted, and to the residents of Bridge 
town such sudden and extreme changes ap­
pear very unbusinesslike. The bridge over 
the river here certainly should be lighted, 
and must be too, even if it has to be done at 
private expense, as a large portion of the 
town is on both sides of the river and is 
traversed by hundreds of people not only 
on week-day evenings, but more particularly 
on Sunday in going to and from the different 
places of worship, all of which, with one 
exception, are located on the north side of 
the river. It is not at all pleasant for men 
or women to pass through a long, dark, 
covered bridge at night, where perhaps there 
are a crowd of boys and young men congre­
gated, or where they are liable to meet one 
or more teams somewhere about the centre 
of the structure, as is often the case with 
our citizens.

Only last week, Mr. Harlow, an employee 
of councillor Vidito’s, met with quite a seri­
ous accident while endeavoring to drive a 
yoke of of cattle through the bridge, by 
their suddenly becoming frightened and 
turning with such rapidity as to throw the 
young man to the floor, causing a very bad­
ly bruised leg, as well as a wonderful escape 
from perhaps fatal injuries.
, We do not think it is necessary to light 

all bridges because this one is, and surely 
Bridgetown pays enough into the county 
treasury to entitle her to this small amount 
from the council. Unless there is a change 
in this direction at once, the town may be 
compelled to follow the example of .Anna­
polis and seek incorporation, when we can 
have such small privileges without begging 
for them from the municipal council. As 
notice of reconsideration has been given by 
Councillor Vidito, who is heartily supported 
by Councillor Fowler, the question will come 
up for discussion at the April session, when 
we hope we shall be more generously dealt

I—The report of the committee appointed 
*x> examine statute labor returns during the 
recent session of the.Council shows rather an 
unsatisfactory state of affairs, 
number of districts no returns whatever, 
such as the law requires, were made during 
the past season; while from the returns sent 
in it was discovered that a considerable pro­
portion of the statute labor in some districts 
had not been done. This is certainly an 
undesirable state of affairs, and there would 
appear to be some weak spot in our munici­
pal machinery when such things can occur. 
In districts from which no returns are sent 
it is impossible for the council to tell 
whether any statute labor has been done at 
all. Indeed, the presumption would be that 
it has not. Such a case, together with 
those where the returns show that certain 
persons have not performed their statute 
labor, should be investigated by the council 
and the penalty for non-compliance with the 
law promptly and vigorously enforced. A 
few cases would l>e all that is necessary to 
teach careless surveyors of highways that 
there was a law and it must lie obeyed. No 
wonder our roads are bad where the statute 
labor is so indifferently performed. In sqme 
districts, it is true, the people take interest 
and pride enough in the condition of their 
roads to utilize to the best possible advan­
tage the statute labor of the section, but we 
fear this is not the case in the majority of 
districts. In too many cases the residents 
of a section exercise altogether too little self- 
reliance and depend to too great an extent 
upon the council or government funds for 
repairs tô their roads. We have known in­
stances where a small bridge has been washed 
away which three or four men could repair 
in an afternoon, yet instead of doing it t hem- 
selves the residents wait and correspond wii h 
the councillor or the members to see if the 
money to repair it cannot be procured. 
This appears to us to be altogether wrong. 
The road monies are not for such cases as 
these, but for districts where there is little 
or no statute labor, or w here this, after being 
honestly expended, is not sufficient to meet 

'^tKe'Téquiremcqts of a district, owing to its 
great length or difficulty of keeping up. 
Ttfe time may not be very far distant 
when the entire maintenance and construc­
tion of our roads will be thrown upon the 
municipality, so it behooves us to begin to 
practice self-reliance and economy in these 
matters before necessity drives us to it.

msThe Wealth— The Rev. R. B. Kinley, pastor of the 
Baptist Church at Paradise,' in a late report 
on denominational work in his field of labor, 
writes as follows : — <

“Since the 25th of October last3, we have 
been in the third year of our service with 
this church. As wc look back over the year 
past, we see that we have had some exper­
iences that are discouraging.

—There seems to.be a good deal of jingo­

ism about Mr. Gladstone’s government after 
all. The other day the young Khedive of 
Egypt took it upon himself to dismiss his 
ministers and replace them by others not 
friendly to Great Britain. Thereupon Mr. 
Gladstone's government held a hastily called 
cabinet meeting, and after fully considering 
the Egyptian question in all its bearings, 
Bent the youthful Khedive a diplomatic 
«îote. This note was not necessarily for 
publication but as an evidence of good faith. 
In it the young man was told that John Bull 
would put up with no nonsense, and he was 
given yforly-eight hours to dismiss the ob­
jectionable ministers or take the consequen­
ces. Later despatches report that Jhe Khe­
dive has yielded every point demanded, and 
has given ah assurance that in future only 
such advisers as are agreeable to Great Bri­
tain will be chosen. Indeed no other course 
was open to him. Since the bombardment 
of Alexandria some eight or ten years ago 
Britain has had an army in Egypt which 
places that country completely under her 
control and before which the Khedive is 
absolutely helpless. France is uneasy under 
this arrangement and extremely jealous of 
Britain’s power in Egypt, but just now she
