The Emperors of Germany,
Austria and Russia haye sent a jointnote to
the Pope, advising him to bresk with the
Jesuits,

There has been much written, to good
purpose, we hope, about the Massacre on
St. Bartholomew’s Day, both in the Brit-
tsh and American press. People are re-
minded of the ugly practieal fact, that the
Yltramontanism of to-day endorses all the
Persecutions and asracities of the Pepacy in
the past.
