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Possibly this article may lend to somne corrections’ 6f the tabls of the
Union; if 8o, greater statistical accuracy will be secured. It cannot be
-attentively studied without exciting prayerful anxiety for the fuller ontpour-
ing of the Holy Spirit.

The pecuniary success of these nino churches is a matter of thunkfulness
to God.  Unitedly, they have contributed during the year the extraordinary
sum of $29,234.

On the other hand it i mournful to motice that uvitedly they have only
:added by profession 75, to a previous membership of over 1,000, being about
1 per cent. on the whole, while their net increase, additions over removals, is
only 67, about 4 per cent.

In Toronto, the united addition by profession was 44, nct incrense 52 ; in
Montreal, addition by profession 5, net increase 1.

If it be argued that there are three churchies in Toronto to one in Mon-
treal,'it may be asked why is there only one ia Montreal? and in having
one, what advantage is there to the denomination or to the cause of the
Redecmer? At this rate, when will our churches do their fair purt in
christianizing our city populations? Lux.
