_ Crzarowrres=-The Cearowiteh of Russia,who
ts about to visit Vienua, Berlin, and London to
endeayour to secitte nnanimous uction of the
great powers in the Fastern problem, belongs to
the warlike “ OL} Bussin™ party, instead of the
interual-development party favored by the Czar.
The Gennan iufluences at the Russian court are
regarded by hing with dislike and disfavor.  He
is far from being Mriendly with his cousins, the
Prussian privees, and during the late war was
a frankly outspoken purtisan of Franee, while
hix father was well kuowat to have sympathized
with the Genmans.
