GLADSTONE INTRODUCES HIS BILL
I".I.i‘\O BUY OUT IR1SH LANDLORDS.

—

~<HE PEASANTRY TO BECOME ABSOLUTE
OWNERS OF THE SOIL THRY CULTIVATE
~—THE TERMS FOR THE REPAYMENT O¥
THE MONEY LOANED TO PURCBASE THE
LAND — CHAMBERLAIN'S DISAPPROVAL
OF THE SCHEME—PARNELL'S OPINION.

Loxpox, April 16.—Mr. Gladstone pro-
pounded his Irish bill to the House of Com-
mmops this evesing. There was hardly any
excitement attending the event compared
.with the memorabls procoedings of yesterday
wesk when the home role measure was pro-
posed. At noon to-day but ninety meats on
the floor of the houe had been ‘¢ hatted,”
and these wera nearly all tacen by Irish
members. At 40’clock the house was crowded
to ita utmoat capacity. Mr. Gladstone rose
in his place at 5.25 o'clock and was greeted
with cheers, When he began to speak hia
voice was low and husky. . He said the aim
-of the present endeavor of the Government
was directed towards securing contentment
among the people of Iretand ani the per-
manent restoration of social order, The
.speaker’s proposals would greatly bepefit
the tenanta of Ireland, bat the land-
lords were the principal otjeots of
the measure, slthough he thought that
many of these landlords were most hostile to
the Government's policy. At the outset, the
spesker wished to make the most emphatic
denisl that it was his intention to ask the
Scotch and English to run apy pecuniary
risk on account of the landlords of Irelaud,
‘The history of lreland was one long in-
dictment against its land owners. Agrarinn

the sbsenteeism of landlords and the raie
ing of rents, as their expenses while away
Zrom Ireland increased. Oppression married
to misety had a hideous progeny. Crime
had been endowed with vitality to perpetuate
itself and hand down its mizerable inherit-
ance from generation to generation, England
was not clear of responsibility, for the deeds
of Irieh landlords were IKuoglish deeds.

MR. GLADSTONE EXPLAINS,

Mr. Gladsetone's proposals do nat imply a
pew issue of £150 000,000 in 3 per cents, but
of only £30,000,000 from the £180,000.000
in new 3's, already authorized. Following
Mr. Gladstone, Mr. Chamberlain read the
letter which he sent to Mr. Gladstone ten-
dering his resignation as a member of the
Cabipet. In his letter Mr. Chamberlain
stated that Mr. Gladstone’s policy would
throw a heavy burden on Great Britsin, en-
tailing an enormous addition to the pational
debt and probably un immediate increase of
taxation, mot to secure the uwmion of the
kingdom, but to purchase separatlon. Mr.
Chamberlain then went on to say that the
land proposale, althongh they had been modi-
fied since he had left the Cabinet, .would still
impose a great burden on Great Britain, with-
ont sufficient seourity for the loans advanced.
The bill was calculated uot so much to benefit
the tenants as a sop for the landlords. Al
though only 250,000,000 was to be iraned,
the option to sell wae offered to landownera
holdiog land valued at £15,000,000. Suppos-
ing that the full number of options to sell
should be accepted, how would all the money
be provided?! He oppased the bill on prin-
ciple, because it specially protected the land-
lords. 1f the Irish parliament was to be
entrusted with the protection of the com-
mercial classes and the maintenance of social
order, why could it not be trusted to protect
the landlorda® The Government was

which no Irish member could declare to bea
fair price to give for the landlords’ rights.
{Cheers ) The Irish people would regard the
bargain as one impoeed by a foreign country,
and would be justified in taking the first op-
portunity to repudiate it. If the bargaiz
should be repudisted how would it be
enforced? The f(iovernment could bot
disregard the risk to the British tax.
payers. Under the inoressiog depression
in trade, huadreds of thousands of
hard workers in England would probably be
thrown out of employment, and would demand
assi*tance from the state. While refusing to
assiat deserving crofters in Scotland, and
poetponing the claims of the koglish laborer,
could the Government consietently grantlarge
sums for the benefit of the Irish peasantry?
(Cheers.) In conclusion, Mr. Chamberlain
said he was not an irreconcileable opponeunt
of Mr. Gladstone’s policy. If the land pro-
posnl should be sufficiently modified he would
be happy to be relieved of the duty of continu-
ing his present attitzde of opposition.

SOME DETAILS EXPLAINED,

1Ar. Glhdstone's stateaent to-day of the
provisions of his Irish Land biil lacked com-
pleteness and clearness and evoked no entha-
giasm from any quarter, even the Parnellites
remaining silent during its delivery. In the
course of his remarks the Prewier said : “I
am stroogly impressed with the belief that it
ia not poasible for Parliament to acquire any
adequate idea of the measure excepc upon a
close inspection of it.” The bill iteelf met
with general acceptance and this will huve
influence in curtailing the dehate. The
vagneness of Mr. Gladstone’s lauguage an the
proposed iasue of 3 per centa. caused a pericd
of suspense and con}:mion a8 to what amount
should ba loaned to the Irish exchequer. In
explaining this section of the bill, Mr.
(ladstone said : *¢ Purchases under the
act are to be made in a 3 per cent.
stook isaued on the applications pro-
bably of the Land commission to the
tressury under regulatious made by the trea-
sury. This 3 per cent. stock will n all like-
lihood be what is termed the new 3 per cents.
The amount of the new 3 per cents is £180,-
000,000, quite sufficient to insure extensive
deulings. It so happens thut the maes of the
Irish dealings in stocks is ahout £6,000,000 in
cousols, against £27,000,000 in the new 3 per
centa. It is, therefore, probable that that
stook will be the most convenient for Irish’
holders.”

EFFECT OF CHAMBERLAIN'S SPEECH.
