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Battery, it will fall back with a view of
finding the ammunition park, which will
be om the march towards the scene of
action. It will fill up from tais park and
will then return to camp, where the Bat-
tery will complete its supply from tae
ammunition thus provided.

The ammuuition park will be represented
by two ammunition and store wagons,
and one artillery wagon, waich will march
from Exeter towards Okceiaampton uatil
met by the divisional ammunition column;
wien the latter has been filled up, the
corps park will return to Exeter.

The practice will be carried out strictly
under service conditions, and in accord-
amce with a tactical scheme which will
be prepared beforehand.  This scheme will,
as far as possible, be kept secret, and no
officer comcerned (with the exception of
tae Commamdant Okchampton and ‘staff)
will be permitted to know of tae posi-
tions of the various targets, their nature
or the order ia which they will be fired
on. With this object all details connected
with the experiment are to Le considered
confidential until one Jour before the com-
mencement of the practice. Since it is
desirable that the duration of the prac-
tice at each target shall be such as would
be probable in war, it will be assumed
taat the fire of the Battery, represeat
that of a Bdge. Division of 3 Batteries,
times the period of time, during which
amy target may be supposed to be under
fire. .

For example, the fire of a Bdge. Divis-
ion for 13 minutes on an Infantry: Batt.,
and cach series will therefore last three
will be represeated by a five of 45 , minutes
by the single Battery, probably it would
be convenient to consider the Battery as
tae centre one of a Bdge. Division, under
these circumstances it is evideat, that the
position takem up by the Battery must
be such ns would coatain o Brigade Divis-
joia, but in order to avoid delay, no ac-
count need be taken of the time requirved
for tac movements of the larger force.

All officers, either of the battery or of
tae division ammunition cloumn, will carry
out tacir duties in strict accordunce with
Field Art. drill, as regards fire discipline,
changes of position and the supply of am-
muaition.

Since casualities will aot be taken into
account, tacre will be no need to arrange
working guns with reduced numbers, but
tae officer commanding tae Battery must
provide for suca reliefs of the gun num-
bers as he wmay consider desirable. There
will be no pause in the practice, except
suca a8 may be caused by a change of
position, and the men must, thercfore,
get  their dinners during thv.pvriod they
bave been rlieved from the service of the
guns.

Tae tactical scheme ou which the experi-
ment is to be comducted will be workefl
out by ‘the Commaadant, Okchampton in
conjunction with the Ordnance Committee,
with due regard to the character of the
ground ; the porition of the Battery and
of the targets will be marked on n map of
Dartmwor, which will be givea iato the
speeinl charge of the camp commaadant.
No copice of tais map snndl be  taken
except by his express sanction.

The sequence of targets will be deter-
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mined by aim befdreh;?md, but will not
be divulged to the Licut.-Col. uatil shortly
before the time when it is intended that
each range shall be fired on; each target
will then in succession be pointed out to
that officer,
NOTES.

Number of rounds to be fired 1,548 al-
lowed. Time 7 hours and 5 minutes.

The targets will as far ag possible ‘be
perfeet dummys. For instance artillery
target, they wuse old obsolete guns and.
cartringes and dummy fizures for gun num-
bers, and so on for Infantry and Cavalry.
No old barrel or 6 x 6 here.
