The National Youth Orchestra, under
the musical direction of compos'er and
conc!uctor Marius Constant, completed its
11-city Canadian summer tour with a
concert in Toronto on September 2. The
tour was the most extensive by the
orchestra in over a decade and honoured
the.Canada Council on its twenty-fifth
anniversary. Major funding was provided
by the Canada Council and a number of
corporate sponsors including American
Express Canada Incorporated, Gulf
Canada Limited, Pacific Western Airlines
and the Royal Bank of Canada.
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
