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b. information concerning the identity and nationality of the person who is the

subject of the order.

The requested State shall inform the requesting State without delay of the action taken on

the request.

4. Upon request, the requested State shall give effect to the extent possible under its
domestic law, to an order referred to in paragraph 1 made by a court of the requesting State
or to a fine imposed by such a court, or institute appropriate proceedings in relation to the

property found in the requested State.

5. A request under paragraph 4 shall include, in addition to information referred to in

article 5:
a. a certified copy of the order or sentence issued in the requesting State; and
b. a statement as to the extent to which the enforcement of the order or fine is

requested.

6. Property obtained or fines recovered pursuant to this article shall be retained by the

requested State unless otherwise mutually agreed in a particular case.

7. In the application of this article the rights of bona fide third parties shall be requested.

Article 17

Certification

The requested State shall, upon request, certify in a manner acceptable to the requesting

State, copies of documents or records to be transmitted under this Treaty.

Article 18

Expenses

1. The requested State shall meet the expenses of fulfilling the request for assistance
except that the requesting State shall bear:

a. the expenses associated with conveying any person to and from the territory of

the requesting State and any fees, allowances or expenses payable to that person

while in the requesting State
