Shiina will arrive at
Montreal from New York at 3 :40 p .m . and will be met by the Secretary of State for
External Affairs . I:r . Fikuda will also arrive in riontreal on October 2 followin g
a private visit to Quebec City . All Jananese Ministers and their wives will be
spending October 3 and 4 at Lac Ouimet, north of 15ontreal, as guests of the
Canadian Government .

The meeting itself will be held in Ottawa on October 5-6 . On October 5,
the Japanese Cabinet Ministers are expected to call on Prime Minister Pearson, and
to attend a luncheon hosted by Mr . Martin and counterpart dinners given by th e
Canadian Cabinet h1inisters . On October 6 they will attend a luncheon hosted by
Prime ,*iinister Pearson and a dinner hosted by Mr . and Mrs . Shiina .

Following the conference, at the invitation of the Canadian Government
Mr . Shiina, Mro Fukuda, and Mr, Fujiyana and members of the delegation will pay a
two.-day visit to the West Coast, They will be aceompanied by the Hon . Arthur Laing,
Minister of Northern Affairs and National Resources and the Pon . John R . Nicholson,
Minister of Labour . During their stay on the West Coastj, the Japanese Delegation
will participate in various events, including a dinner given byMr . Laing and
attended by businessmen from Western Canada who have an interest in Canada's
important trade with Japan . They will also be given a reception by the Canada-
Japan Society of Vancouver, and a luncheon by the Japanese Consul-General . The
Delegation will leare f-r Tokyo from Vancouver at 3 p,m, on October 9 .
