most important countries of Southeast Asia. It's got a
population about as big as Jezpan; it's got enormmous resources;
so we've gradually been developing our relations in that
direction. \le have been doing something more in Iialaysia.

As far as India-Pakistan is concerned, unfortunately everything
has been given a setback by the war. But it hasn't been
because we have not tried to be helpful. So our relations

in that part of the world are just bound to grow, even with
Australia and lew Zealand where our relationships used to

be rather indirectly through the Cormonwealth. ilow we are
riaking visits directly, not just while the Australians are

on their way to iashington, but primarily to visit Canada;
and in the other direction, we're soing out of our way to
visit and to exchange views with the Australians and

the llew Zealanders, which is something rather new for
Canadian-Antipodes relations.
