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APPOINTMENT OF COMMISSIONERS OF THE

Mr. Olson resigned from the Department after
serving as General Counsel in 1976, and established the
Waverley Institute for the Study of General Theory.

He has participated in the work of many
organizations including the Canadian Bar Association,
the Law Society of Alberta, the Law Society of the Northwest
Territories, the Canadian Association for the Club of Rome,
the Consumers' Association of Canada and the International
Council on Social Welfare.
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
