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bound ta conform, who authorizes, directs or
permits any such last rnentioned employec of
that corporation ta carry on any parttof the
business of the corporation in* violation of
any of thie provisions of this act, shall be hiable,
on suminary conviction before two justices of
the peace, to the saine penalties as those .ta
which a corporation is lhable under subsection
aile of this section or, for a first offence, ta
imprisoinent for a terrn it excee(hlng türee
montlis and not less than oîîe rnonth, with or
without biard labour, anIld for ecdi subsequent
offence, ta, imprisonelit for a terra not exceed-
ing sixý months aîîd not hess thail two monthîs,
with or withiout hard labour.

It will not be necessary ta impose the gani

sentence as this will be discretionary. 'Many

corporations have been prosecuted repeatedly;

but when that happens. tliera is always delay

in the proceedings. They have the money ta

go ta appeal or even ta pay a fine if neces-

sary; but quite often, during and after the

proceedings, the samne violations are carried

on. Much rcpair work is donc on Sundays

that could well be carried on during the week.

It is manifcst that these corporations find if

profitable to psy a fine and then continue

to violate the law.
Who watîld object ta this amendmcnt? Cor-

porations which are observing the law will

flot abject. I take this opportunity ta con-

gratulate the directors of stîch corporations

upon showing the same Christian spirit in the

conduct of their business as they show in

their persanal and private affsiî's. On the

other hand, can it be said that the initended

amendment is too drastic? In that case the

objectors woiîld be cither thos~e who are

vîolating the law or those who intend ta

violate it. In neither case, I submit, are they

entitled to sympathy or consideratian.

Now, let us view this matter in the light

of the sanctions imiposcd by our laws against

those who violate the cammandments of the

decalogue, from which our law for the

observaýne of Sunday is derived. Most of

the sections of aur criminal code having their

source in a moral obligation to do or not

ta do certain things provide for the imprisan-

ment of those who violate the code. Here are

a f ew examples.
"Thou shaît not kilI." The violation of

the section of aur criminal code which is based

on this commandment makes the affender

hiable ta hanging. and. in the case of mari-

slaughter, to imprisoniment for if e, and vcry

few find fault with that penalty as being to

extreme.
"Thou shaît not steal." The section of aur

criminal code whicha is based on this coim-

mandment makes the offender hiable ta im-

prisooment fo'r a maximum of fourteen years,

and 1 do net think the penalty is cansidered

excessive, except perhaps by the offenders

themnselves.

-Thou sliaît not covet thy neighibour's
ife." If iniit be well for me nat ta make

auny commient on this comniandmcnt, par-

tîcularly in tbe presence of bachelor members

of the bouse, knowing not the tree of knowl-

edge of goad and evil, and who upon hearing

saine suggestion of matrimonial ii-ries nîight

lie fores or scared away from the state of mar-

niage; sa I will pass an.

Now the -ornmandnïient upon wvhichi the

Laid's Day Act i!, based reads flîns: '-Remem-

ber the Sabbath day ta keep it holy." Here

is a message froin the Haly Book in refer-

enca ta the penalty ta ho ini1 )osed upon those

who do net observe the Sabbatli day:

Six days shaîl work, be (loue, but on the
seveiîth day there shail be ta aou au holy day,
a sabbath of rest ta tie Lard.

And, sir. note this:

Whosoever sliall dIo work t herein shlîal lie
put ta death.

My amendinent to the Lard's Day Act does

nat go as far as that. I want the directors

of corporations ta live. but, should they not

let others live up ta thecir religions convic-

tions?
1 biave shawn, Mr. Speaker, that the Lord's

Day' Act is ineffective in inanv cases inasmîîch

as certain corporations flnd it profitable and

advzintageous ta, pay the fine ani keep on

violating the law. 1 have also showvn that,

rehying on the unquestionable autbority and

wîs<lom of the Holy Scriptures. fuis bouse.

will ha amply justîfied in mnaking the penalty

for v iolation of the Lord's Day Act more

sex are in order to give the offenders the

precious adi antage of repenting at leisure in

gol for a short time at least.

Ie conclusion, Mr. Speaker, I make a con-

fident appeal ta the gaod will of every merc-

ber of the hotuse, and particularly ta the high

moral and Christian character of the right

lion. Minister of Justice (Mr. Lapointe) fa
accept this ameodment, and by so daing the

bouse will have takeon a most salutary step

towards flhe enforcement of a laîv which is

based upon the well-known and accepted pre-

cept nat only of Christianif y but of all known

religions of flie world, that one day of the

îveek muist ba a day of rcst.
