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trade, to strengthen our payments balance with
other countries, and ta ensure increasingly bigh
confidence in our economy and currency.

Steady work is the basic need on whlch men and
women depend for thc weil-being of theniselves
and their f amilies. Unemployment, on thic serious
scaie of recent years, ia therefore the most urgent
of our domestic problems. To provide the many
new Jobs that are needed every year, we must
create new industries. The fiscal and monetary
policies of Uic government wlU give priority ta
the encouragement of soundly based industriel
expansion.

Provision will bc made to assist labour and
management to make manpower adjusiments re-
quired by technological and other industrial
changes. The special assistance for technical train-
ing wfll be extended in co-operation with Uic
provinces.

Other measures wiil be put bef are you ta assist
in increasing production and employmcnt in Canada.

You will be asked to provide for Uic early estab-
lishment of a department of industry, whieh wiUl
foster Industrial expansion and provide a central
point to which industry can look for consultation,
stimulus and assistance. It will be proposed that,
within the new department. there wiUl bc estab-
llshed an area development agency. Tis agency
wiil work with the provincial governments and
oUier organizations to co-ordinate progranis for
parts of Uic country where, because of chronic
uncmployment, a special thrust for development
le nceded.

Amendmenta to Uic Atlantic Development Board
Act wili bc proposcd, ta strengthen Uic board and
to provide for a capital assistance fund through
which it can promote basic projects in the Atlantic
region.

You wIil be asked ta establish a municipal devel-
opment and loan board, through which munic-
ipalities may obtain. with the -approval of Uic
provinces. boans and grants to carry out projects
which wiii increase employment and Improve serv-
ices. Amendments ta the National Housing Act wifl
also he proposed.

A measure wif be placed befare you ta establish
a Canada development corporation. by means of
which Canadians can more readlly direct their
savings to the building of new Canadian Industries
and ta increasing the Canadian ownership of exist-
ing Industries. which is one of the Important objec-
tives of the government.

A measure wiil be piaced hefore you to establish
an economic councii of Canada, lu order ta assist
the government. lndustry and labour ta develop
means of cnsuring in Canada the highest possible
levels of employment, of efficient production, and
of sustained growth for our economny.

My ministers will pursue constructive policies for
the development of Canada's great resources for
the benefit of Canadians.

The government will undertake discussions with
the government of British Columbia and witii Uic
United States, aimed at securing action on the
development of the Columbia river.

A new Department of Agriculture act will he
piaced before you, ta provide for two ministers
In order that Uie needs of agriculture In boUi
eastern and western Canada may receive dloser
attention. My ministers wifl Institute new pro-
grams to make farming as a whole more stable
and more prosperous. They wlll strive ta expand
markets for Canadian fanm producta boUi et homne
and abroad, with special attention ta dairy producta.

The government is initiating consultation with Uic
provinces to work out a program for national
flshery development. My ministers Intend ta secure
the establishment of a twelve mile limit for the
use of Uic Canadian fisheries, taking praper account
of treaty and historic rights.
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Internai Econorny Commission
You wili be asked to continue the eisting pay-

merits to the railways, pending the approval of
long-terni measures concerning transportation. You
will be asked to provide additional assistance for
the completion of the trans-Canada highway.

My ministers have undertaken to estabflsh a com-
prehensive system of contributory pensions. The
new pensions will be co-ordinated wlth the exiat-
Ing provisions for old-age security, for the purpose
of enabling ail Canadians to retire ini security and
with dignity. While the arrangements requlred for
this great advance ini the social security of our
people arc necessarily complex. the legisiation sub-
mitted to you will be designed to make the new
pension plan operative as soon as possible.

Legislatian on unemploymcnt insurance is under
consideration. and In the meantime you wifl be
askcd to ensure that tic fund is sustained to mecl
the claims on it.

The redistribution of electoral districts Is overdue.
You will be asked to authorize the establishment of
a commission to undertake this Important task.

A change In thec Citizenship Act wifl be proposed
to ensure full equality of rights for ail Canadian
citizens wherever they were born. Immigration
poiicy wifl be reviewed.

Members of the House of Coramons:
You will be asked to appropriate the funds

required for the services and payments authorized
by parliament.

You will. be invited to establsh a speciai cani-
mlttee of the house to examine defence probienis.

It wiUl be proposed that the standing committea
on privileges and elections review the Canada
Elections Act.

You wiil be asked to agree to the establishment
of a coninittee on procedure, over which the
Speaker will preside. with Uic aim of strengthening
pariament and maklng It more effective.

you will be asked to consider other legisiative.
proposais.
