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Operations were started near Saskatoon two
years ago, and difficulties such as flooding in
the shaf t were encountered. However, that
has now been overcome, and in a few months
they hope to resume operations. Potash was
already being produced near Saskatoon, and
it is feit that the deposits there are almost
equal to what have been found at Esterhazy.

Motion agreed to and bill read second time.
