He claimed that the
foods, as they pass from the producer
to the consumer, have to go thru far too
many hands, and could not understand
why, in -Canada, with its great fertile
tracts of land in the north and the west,
the demand sHould be greated than the
supply., Whereas, a few years ago Can-
ada used to be exporting her. produce.
Mr. Wanless bewailed the fact that this
had been changed and food.stuffs were
now imported,

Result of Immigration,

He stated that the incoming people
create this problem, a large number of
them coming in to the city instead of
going on the land. He heartily usree‘d
with the steps being taken by-the BOvV-
ernment to get experienced farm labor-
ers to come to this country and-open up
the vast tracts of land still unculti-
vated. ; '

“The farmers are changing ‘ttlexr me-
thods of. business,” he said. “They are
‘forming associations, combines, or trades
unions, and are out to Bet as much. as
poisl’gggghing the amount produced in this
country the alderman said that the farm-
ers were not producing anything like
what they ought to and thought that ;f
they adopted some of the methods of
cultivanon’ that are used in Great Britain
and other European countries,- they would
produce three times as much as al the
present time,

to..go -back. to the land Mr. Wanless
showed the necegsity -of : thé Britisher
looking after Northern Ontario, which
was tvapidly becoming populated by

Another cause for the high cost of liv:
ing put forward by the alderman was
that of bad buying.

“The biggest question of all which has
to be considered is that of transporta-
tion,” said the speaker. ‘“We want a
system of transportation like Montreal,

to the.construction of streets, and
that the company had the right to use
these streets subject only to such
paramount authority, and that the
company could nhot compel the city
to remove these pipes at its own ex-
pense when it was in the public's in-
terest they should be removed. The
award is small, only $222, hut the de-
cision settles a long,standing point of
contention. ;
. Must Remove Snow.

Judge Winchesier also gave a vers
dict whereby the Toronto Street Rall-.
way -Company must shove¢l the snow
from the stréets on which its lines are
laid. *‘T find.” he 'said, “that it is the
duty of the company to keéep its track
allowances,. whether gingle or double
line, free from snowy and ice at its own
expense.”
