'THEIR ESCORTS RESCUED

Dinghy Was Upset Far Out in
Humber Bay and Girls After
Clinging to Craft Were Carried

and C. J. Wolf.

Once more a holiday sailing accident
has claimed two lives and, once again,
it is two young women taken sailing
by two young men, and:their bodies
left In the waters of the lake. The
fatality occurred when a hired dinghy
was upset in the lake a mile and haif

out from shere and a mile west of the
new western gap. The boat was upset
while Clark, who was controlling the
sheet and handling the tiller, was at-
fempting to bring the little craft about
in g heavy but steady wind.

The story of the tragedy, as toid by
Wolf, is that the party left Dean's
hoathouse at Sunnyside at moon and
an out freely to the point where the |
accident happened. This s a
12.30.° Clark decided to hfing the hoat
bout and come up into the wind, haul-
Ing in his sheet. Wolf thinks that the
girls did not shift as directed. He duck- |
ed his head to avoid the boom and a |
moment later felt the boat going over. |
All Clung to Boat
He threw all his weight to windward
to try and maintain the balance, but |
wag thrown into the water. When
he came up, the girls were clinging
to the hoat on either side of him.
He was at the middle of €he bodl and
Clark was at the stern. Each of them |

helped hold one of the zirls to the boat |
end one of them was holding on to |
Wolf. They seemed not to be very
badly frightened and were calling for
help and waving to attract attention.
Wolf says that the waves were very
high and kept them changing positions
constantly as the boat rolled beneath
them. All were at the cpen slde of the
boat as she lay half over in the waves. |
After they had beenw hanging to the
boat for, about seven or eight minutes,:
Wolf was washed off and went under.
When he came up the girls were gone.
He had no idea that they were about
to let, go.

Canada’s New. Governor<Genecal
Hopes Universities of Empire
Will Make it Compulsory.

LONDON, May 24.—(C.A.P. Uable).
—The Duke of/ Connaught, presiding
at the Roval Colonial institute . din-
ner, said that the imperial contercnce
undoubtedly worked we!l, being a con-
solidation of the empire, welding tie
parts into an, indissciulle whole. The
polution of Belf-goverament by the
dominions was the most important
British contribution to the science of
government. IHe earnestly hoped-that
the universitics of the empire would
give this a full, definite and compni-
sory place in their curriculum. He al-
luded to the marvelous emigration fo
Canada, and congratulated Canada
and Newfoundland on the fisheries
award, which had been accepted loy-
ally in the United States. In Cana-
dian naval matters the ciosest connec-
tion with the British navy must and
would Dbe the aim of both govern-

ments. ;

Sir Wilfrid Laurier, in: responding,
said’ that if any doubted he could as-
sure them that Canada intended re-

.maining a nation within the empire.

There was a condition that might- be
compared with an adolescent, having
been no account, and suddenly de-
veloped - into full vigor. The United
States was the country of the nine-
teenth century, Canada of the twen-
tieth, but Canada overshadowed every
century.

By her neighbor there werevon the
soil of Canada to-day 500,000 who five
vears ago were American citizens and
not loval subjects of King George. If
any one thought that therein lay dan-
ger to British connection he must have
a poor idea of the value, force ax‘]d
strength of ~British institutions. So
long as the latter speit freedom and
prosperity, so long would Canada re-
main what it is. Sir Wilfrid assured
the Duke of Connaught of a hearty
welcome awaiting him, not least from
Americans who had taken up their
abode in Canada.

The passengers were at luncheon at
the time of the accident and quickly
rushed on deck. ' The ship only hung
on the rocks for a short time, and.then *
slid off into .deep water with a Jarge
aperture in her starboard bows, thru
which the water flowed and fhreaten-
ed to flood the liner.

The Root amendment is Known here
to be the result of strong pressure
brought to bear upon the New York
senator by paper manufacturers of his
state, especially about Plattsburg. The
prospect of free paper is believed here
to be all that the American Newspa-
per Association saw in the reciprocity
agreement, and its nullification, as
pro by Senator Root, would leave
the newspaper interests no reason for
fighting a battle in which they would
be no longer interested. This would
mean the defeat of the agreement in
the United States and would cut the
ground from under Sir Wilfrid Lau-
rer and Hon: W. S. Fielding.
