Ottawa, June 21.~(8pccial)—There
was quite an animated discussion in the
Senate to-day over the appointment of
J. B. Prendergast as County Court
Judge in Manitoba, while charges of
corrupt practices were hanging over him,
Sir Oliver Mowat said at the time Mr,
Prendergast wus appointed to the bench
that he (8ir Oliver) knew nothing of
these cnurges,

Sir Oliver Mowat suggested that the
second reading ot the Ina embodying tne
agreement between the Government and
Grand ‘L'runk and Drummond Counties
railways be left over until Wednesday.
There was some little discussion, -atter
which Sir Oliver Mownt moved the ad-
journment of the House,

Senator McCullum objected and called
for the yeas and nays, I'he House voted
on Sir Oliver Mowat's motion to adjourn
anti 2the motion wus Jost on a vote of 20
ot 12.

When the Senate met again at ¥
o'clock, the only order on the paper was
the Grand Trunk and Drummond Coun-
ties Railways Agreement bill.  Bir
Oliver Mowat was not in his place, and
Senator Scott announced that he had
just received a note from Sir Oliver,
saying he was too ill to be present this
evening, and as he had charge of the
bill on the order paper, would like to
have the debate postponed until he could
be present.

Senator Bernier protested against the
evident desire of the Government to keep
the Senntors in Ottawa, The session
was now three months old, and no Gov-
ernment measures of any importance had
yet come before the Senate, 'I'he Gov-
erlngwnt was no:.t. treating the Senate
with proper respe

Smgtm?e Aikins thonght if the Minister
of Justice knew he would be unable to
gttond érnlzht he should have said so
efore dinner.

Mr., McCallum said Sir Oliver Mowat
was treating th e Senate with contempt.
He thought he could see the motive for
this action, The Government wus all
astray if it thought any Senators woull
leave the city before Wednesdny. e
was prepared to stay here until fall if
neceesary, to pass judgment on this bill,

After a number of Senators had ex-
pressed a disposition to go on with the
consideration of the bill Mr. Scott made
another appeal to the Benate to accord
the ‘courtesy asked by the leader of the

House.

Sir Mackenzie Bowell thought it
strange that Sir Oliver had not inti-
mated to the Senate his inability to be
present before dinner, then the Ifouse
would have consented to an adjourn-
ment. It was reported about the corri-
dors that the Government had refused
to go on with consideration of the bill
this evening at the instance of those
financially interested in seeing the mici-
sure become law., He trusted the Gov-
ernment did not expect that these par-
ties should be able to dictate to the
Senate, He was very reluctant to con-
sent to lenve the debate over until Wed-
nesday, and would not do so, but that
courtesy seemed to demand it. He did
not see why the Secretary of BSlate
should not take charge of the bill and
let the House go on tith busiposs. If
the hon. gentleman did not wish to take
charge of the measure he would Jo so,
and have a second reading, and get one
of his friends to /move a six months'
hoist and take a vote withont a word
being spoken on either side. That would
test the feeling of the House, i

After some further discussion the ben-
ate adjourned to meet again on Wednes-
day at 11 o'clock.

BOA1S ARE RUNNING,

And the Striking 8¢, Lawrenee Pllots Have
y Not Been Able to Stop the
Country's Trade.

Montreal, June 21.—(8pecial.)~ The
pilots are still out, but the companies,
working harmoniously with the Harbor
Commissioners, seem to be coping with
the diiculty. The safe arrival at Que-
bec of a ship so deeply laden as the
Montezuma, and the arrival in Montreal
of the Labrador and a number of small-
er vessels, has given great encournge-

ment to the shippers. The Oakmoére also
got away to-day, while the turret boats
arrived down the river all right. To-
morrow morning the Sarmatian and the
Lord Gough will also’ leave without
pilots. Fhis “success of the companies
appears to have exasperated the Quebec
strikers, as the following will show:

Quebee, June 21, 1897,

Alex. Robertson, Seeretary Harbor Com-
missioners, Montreal:

Have brought two of our boats down
and sent three up already. Have other
good men here ready to act as oilois,
but strikers are now intimidating right
and left, They attacked our Mr. Web-
ster late last night, wounding him and
our outside pilot. 'We are offering a re-
ward for the arrest of the assailants,
but our men will not risk their lives
on the chance of one or two days’ em-
ployment, I think Commissioners should
endeavor to give protection und notify
strikers that after Wednesday noon li-
censes will be withdrawn from {hose
refusing duty, and competent outsiders
allowed to act as pilots,

The Harbor Commissioners at onee
decided to ask the Mayor of Quebec and
the Attorney-General to grant the neces-
sary protection. It was also decided
to support the following resolution adopt-
ed by the shipping men:

“That the Government be urged to
have the number of buoys increased at
once, to the extent of some 25, compe-
tent authorities declaring that such a
course will enable vessels to navigate
the river without difficulty.”

These buoys will cost $30 apiece.
and when they are placed in position
almost any shipmaster will be able to
take a vessel down the river., The
Harbor Board will also announce that
they are prepared to license all compe-
tent pilots, so it would seem as if the
strike had not been a success.

In answer to a question, Mr, Wain-
wright said he had a long experience
in the comstruction of lines of railway,
and he knew of no branch line, even
with light rails, that they had been
able to build at less than $14,000 to
§15,000 per mile, Some had cost con-
siderably more, i

In answer to a further question as to
the statement of Mr, Powell, M.P,, about
the purchase by the G, T, R. of the
Riviere du Lour line, Mr. Wainwright
said he knew all about that transaction,
a8 he had to do with it, and whilst
the compuny did accept $12,000 odd per
mile for it, the line was in anything
but good condition; in fact, it had to be
virtually rebuilt, and he thought that
the blue books would show that the In-
tercoloninl had cost the country about
40,000 per mile,

Asked if he had heard anything about
the Drummond Countles Railway, he
sald he had not been over i1, but the
portion being operated was built under
the auspices of the Grand Trunk Com-
any, it being the intention of the old

ard to take it over, But this was in-
terfered with by the change of policy.
