Ottawa, Jan. 23.—(Special.)—Informa-
tion has been received here that the 20
corporations controlling the fisheries of
the great lakes have comtbined into one
gigantic trust with a capital of five mil-
lion dollars. It is stated that one of
the objects of the trust will . be’ so- to
restrict the catch that ithe' stock will
replenish itself naturally, and that the
fishing combination will also undertake
the task of restocking tke lakes on its
own account. There is a Jtrite saying
that corporations. have no ‘souls, and it
is questionable whether any .conbine i‘s
going to be formed to do a work whicih
the Government usually underiakes,
The matter is regarded as of _consx@er-
able importance here, as American fish-
ing companies have been gradually get-
ting their grip upon the great lakes in
Manitoba, and there is a strong demand
that Sir Louis Davies . should adopt
stringent rules to keep these pirages
out of (Canada -altogether, as_mhe time
will come when' the great fishery re-
scurces on the Manitoba lakes will be
needed for the residents thercabouts.

Customs Regulations Which It Would
be Well to Study Up. -

Canadian Officials Want to Be Falr to For-
eigners as Regards Duty to Be Paid on
Goods 1n Transit to Junean, Circle City
or Other Points—Travelers’ Baggage
May Go Free.

Ottawa,Jan. 23.—(Special.)—The Com-
missioner of Customs has been mork
for some time collecting info tion
with a view to dealing fairly with
foreigners, destined for Dawson. Re-
gulations have. been adopted governing
the handling of foreign goods passing
in transit through Canada from Juneau,
Alaska and Circle City or other points in
Alaska, - via the & Chilkoot or White
Passes. They are.as follows:

1. Imported goods in tramsit as above
ceseribed shall be reporied at the Cana-
dian custom house, Lake Tagish, and

may be entered for expovtq‘tign there on |
the usual form “in transitu” in duph- |

cate. :

2. The goods . may ithen be dehvﬂ;\d
without payment of duty, to be carried
to their destination out of Canada by
any transportation -company which has
duly executed a bond in the form pre-
seribed by the Minister of Customs for
the due and faithful delivery of all
packages carried . by such ~ company

and for general compliance with the cus-

toms law and regulations governing
such traffic. A duplicate of the entry in
{ransitu, duly signed and marked with
the proper customs stamp, shall accom-
pany each shipment of goods conveyed
by a bonded carrier, so that the same

may be returned to the custems house at
Fort Cudahy,. with a certificate thereon
as to the landing of the goods in the

United ‘States or of their being passed
ontwards from Camada Wwithin six
months from date of entry. ;

3. If the goods when entered in - in
dransitu for exportation are not delive:-
ed to be forwarded by a bonded carrier,

as provided in the last preceding section,
the duty thereon is to be deposited with

the customs officer at Lake Tagish sub-
ject to a refund at the port of Jort
Cudahy when the goods pass outwards
threat, or upon the certificate of 'an
officer of the United States or af tue
Canadian customs that the said goods
have been landed in the United States
within six momnths from the date of
their in transitu entry.
