Mr. Fielding Announced,

Raw Sweetness Goes Up From G50 to 65 Cents a Hundred-
weight, and the Refined Article Grades From One-Eighth to
One-Quarter of a Cent Per Pound Added—The Finance Min-
ister Spoke for 3% Hours.and Had His Rose-Hued Specta-~
cles On—West Indies to Come Under the Preferential Tariff.

Ottawa, April 5—It took the Minister of
Finance just three and a half hours to-
day to present his budget statement, In
the course of which he endeavored to show
how the Government were, practising econo-
iny by Increasing the expenditure from
thirty-six med a half millions in 1896 to an
estimated expenditure of over forty millions

for 189899, and demonstrating how an al-;

leged free trade ‘Government practised
what It preached by increasing the duty
on sugar in such a manner that the poor
man's yellow sugar will have to pay 5 per
cent, more duty than the rich man’s granu-
lated sugar. @

Mr. Fielding drew rather a roseate pic-
ture of the revenue and expenditure for
the current year, figuring out a surplus of
§550,000, and grew even more optimistic in
his estimates for next year, figuring out a
‘surplus of a million and a quarter, but, as
he frankly confessed that he had no idea
of how much revenue would be lost by the
coming Into operation of the full first 25

1, should have the effect anti-
cipated by Mr, Fielding of increas-
Ing our trade with those islands, especially
It direct communication is established with
Barbadoes, Trinidad and Demerara, as Mr.
Fielding hinted might be the case. The
Minister's allusion to the tariff will be dis-

THE BUDGET SPEECH.

Mr. Fielding Appears to Sce Everyihing
Through Rosy Specineles—A Pretuty .

Ottawa, April 5.—(Special,)—It was just 4
o'clock this afternoon when the Minister of
Finance arose, amid Liberal cheers, to pre-
sent his budget speech, He said he thought
he had good reason to congratulate the
country on the present condition of affairs.

AND CHINA.

Great Britain

Mr. Balfour Tells of Concessions Gained by

in the East.

London, April 5.—The House of Com-
mons was crowded to-day Wwith people
anxious to hear the statement of Arthur
J. Balfour, the acting Secretary of State
for Forelgn Affairs, on the subject of the
situation in the far East. Mr. Balfour, who
was loudly cheered on rising, enumerated
the concessions obtained by Great Britain,
namely, that the region of the Yang Tse
Kiang should not be allenated by any for-
elgn power; that the successor of Sir
Robert Hart, as director of the Chinese Im-
perial inaritime customs, Is to be an Eng-
Mishman, and that access to the inland
watets is to be had by ships of all nations,
A fourth concession, Mr. Balfour continued,
only occurred a day or two ago, namely,
the opening of three new treaty ports, Fun-
ing, ‘Yechau and Chin Wang. Tals, ac-
cording to Mr. Balfour, was a considerable
harvest for two months’ negotlations,

Relative to the German acquisitions of
railroads, Mr. Balfour said that wherever
they were constructed they must be a bene-
fit to British commerce. He preferred rail-
roads and differential duties fo no railroads
and no duties.

Br tish and German Interests Identical.

Later Mr, Balfour said he belleved nei-
ther Germany nor Russia had any inten-
tion of depriving Great Britain of any of
her treaty rights in China: Germany, he
further informed the House, had given as-
surances ‘that the country acquired by her
would be open to the cvommerce of the
whole world, The interests of Germany
and Great Britain in Chnina were ldentical,
and he believed the two countries would
be able to work hand in band. Russia, Mr.
Balfour then said, had also given assur-
ances, but he was bound to admit that the
form of these assurances had changed.
Still, assurances had been given that no
British treaty  rights had been abrogated
by the recent acquisitions.

The Hold on Wel Hal-Wel.

Touching upon Wei-Hai-Wei, Mr, Baifour
said that Russia having secured Port Ar-
thur, on the maritime approach to Pekin,
Great Britain had secured Wei-Hai-Wel to
balance matters. .The speaker explained

Continuing, Mr, Balfour said: “We offer-
ed, if they would ebstain from taking Port
Arthur, ourselves to give a corresponding
pledge to take no port on the Gulf of Pe
Chi Li.- But our offer was mot accepted,
so, on March 20, we informed Russia that
we should hold ourselves free ito take the
necessary steps to safeguard our fnterests,
and Great Britain has since obtained a
lease of Wei-Hal-Wel on ‘the same terms
as those by which Russia secured Port
Arthur. Wel-Hai-Wel is the only port on
the Gulf of Pe Chi Li which might balance
the possession of Port Arthur. While Port
Arthur is stronger, tihe accommodation at
Wei-Hai-Wel is inestimably greater, and
by taking Wei-Hai-Wei under our protect-
fon we prevent the Gulf of Pe Chi Li from
falling under the maritime- control of one
power, and thus. defend our interests.

In conclusion, Mr, Balfour said : *The
balance of power in the far Bast may be
very different when the disintegrat’on of
Chuna has occeurred, The time Inay come
when the . great powers will say that China
shall not fall into the hands of any one
power, and to embark upon a now difficult
and costly enterprise in order to ward off
a remote and ubtful danger would be
political folly. Her Majesty's Gnv?r_nur('ut
asks the country to endorse this pol'cy with
more confidence, because we Know that
Great Britain bas the sympathy of the
great commercial community throughout
fhe world. [Cheers.] I Dbelleve the time
may come when the great commercial ] 0OWw-
ers will join in an alljance to prevent China
failing a prey to apy exclusive influence,
and I am convinced that Great Britain, by
continuing her present unselfish policy of
opening to all what she secures for herself,
will build up in Eurdpe, and not the least
in America, a body of public international
opinion which wiil be more powerful than
any hasty action Great Britain might tuke
at the present moment.”’

Mr, Balfour also seaid the Government
thought Russia had pursued an unfortunate
course in taking Port Arthur, which, uas
Russia herseif said In 1895, when Japan
proposed to occupy It, would, in the hands
of any foreign power, constitute a menace
to the capital of China.

The Oppoesition Leader Was Satirieal

8ir Willlam Vernon Harcourt, the Liberal
leader in the House, replied to Mr, Balfour,
He spoke satirically of the policy of the
“open door,” und asked the reason for the
change of policy.
