As an entertainment, the performance of
the Mendelssohn Chorus and Pittsburg Or-

chestra last evening would be hard to beat, '

As a masical achievement it ranks among
the very best that Toronto has ever pro-
duced or listened to. But it has another
and a greater claim to unqualiied commen-
dation. It has an elucationpal value, and
there is always so much: to learn in music's
realm, so much to unlearn, too, that the
efforts of those whom the city has delight-
ed to honor, those who to some extent are

mowlding the musical study of the conutry,
cannot be praised too highly when they
take such a course as the two splendid pro-
grams Mr., Vogt has provided,

Pittsburg Orchestra,

There is probably no better orchestra in
the United States than the Pittsburg com-
pany, and there are very few even in other
countries thta can render pianisgimo ‘pass-
ages =0 admirably. The great charm of
th's orchestra lies, however, in its perfeet
balance. If one may, however, bestow an
extra meed of praise where all is so praise-
worthy, the objeet of such distinetion must
be *the man behind the drum.” The writer
has never heard more absohrie precision on
the tympani, and in the suppressed diminu-
endo—a performmnce that is no sinecure
for a drummer—the effect was magical.

The orchestra seemed quite as much at
ease under Mr. Vogt's baton as when led
by Vietor Herbert, and accompanied the
chorus beautifully.

The march and chorus from “Carmen” is
too well known to need more than passing
notice, and the audience evidently knew a

good thing when they encored it. One
could have wished for a better translation,
for the English words in this arrangement
are bald and harsh.

A Study of Composcrs, :
The whole concert was as much a study
of composers as an evening's amusement,
and there are piohably many people - in
Toronto to-day who know more of Elgar
than they did yestérday. Dr. Elgar has
proved his right to stand in the foremost
rank of living composers. One does not
forget the sen=ation his “King Olaf’ creat-
ed two years ago at the Sheffield (Eng.)
Festival. - His compositions are cut of the
beaten track of musical conventjonality,
and there are, perhaps, not more than two
composers who ever dared to write a finale
as o ritardando for tympani. *
The Cockaigne overture is not too deep
ru theme to be appreciated, even when one
mrears it for the first time. It has some
features that are admirable, In addition |
to a few tuneful codas, but *hesc belong:
