LOCKED BAILIFF IN BARN,

And Court of Appeal Hold That Tt
Wan Justifiable,

The Court of Appeal for Ontario
handed out judgment in three criminal
cases yesterday. In the case of the
King v. John and Mary Harron, the

defendants were convicted on a charge
of resisting an officer, by the County
Judge of Kent County. The offence
consisted of locking in a barn the
bailiff, who wished to distrain for
arrears of rent. The judge below held
‘that the issuance of the warrant was
sufficient proof of rent being due, and
the defendants had no justification for
their action in obstructing the offic#r.
The Court of Appeal, ' however, hold
that the fact that there was no rent
due justified the resistance to the offi-
cer, as he was about to make an un-
lawful selzure, The conviction was
therefore quashed, and it was held that
#t was not a case for a new trial.

Application for leave to appeal was
refused in' the case of Sarah Menard
of Ottawa, convicted of stealing S‘.;l
from Felix Lalonde in her house of il
repute on Aug. 11 last.

but the court held the objection of no
avail.
