of National Defence and External Affairs as follows: 1. Yes,
25.

2. (a) The strategic importance of the whole of Canada's
Atlantic coast including, of course, the coast of Newfoundland
for defence operations in the North Atlantic and for the
protection of Canada's national maritime interests is fully
recognized in Canadian and allied defence planning. The
strategic value of Newfoundland, in pari icular, for air defence
and maritime surveillance activities finds tangible expression
in the regular operational use of facilities in that province for
these purposes. (b) No consideration is being given at presenit
to creating substantial new military establishments in New-
foundland since our present base facilities in the Maritimes
amply meet current military requirements.

3. Yes. (a) The improvements to airport and harbour facili-
ties in St-Pierre are matters entirely within the hands of the
French authorities. In so far as access to the islands by small
Canadian passenger jets would be made possible, the govern-
ment welcomes the development of the airport. (b) This wiIl
have no effect on Canadian defence. In view of the interim
fisheries arrangements between Canada and France which are
now in place, there wilI be no effect on the Canadian fishing
industry.
