Mr. Joe Clark (Leader of the Opposition): Mr. Speaker, in

light of the extraordinary debate and statements yesterday
which unfortunately raised more questions than they answered

about the integrity of Canadian government institutions, 1 seek

the unanimous consent of the I-buse of Commons to move a

motion under the provisions of Standing Order 43 on a ques-

tion of urgent and pressing necessity. 1 move, seconded by the
hon. member for Wellington-Grey-Dufferin-Waterloo (Mr.
Beatty):

That the committee of the privy council. by order, instruct the Chief Justice of

Canada t0 appoint three justices from among the justices of the provincial

superior courts, the Federal Court of Canada and the Supreme Court of Canada,

who shahl be constituted by the committee of the privy council to be commission-

ers under Part 1 of the Inquiries Act to inquire fully into ail of the circumstances
alluded 10 in the statement of the Solicitor General to the Houae of Commons on

Friday. June 17, 1977 and in the statementa by the Miniater of Supply and

Services in the House of Commons on Tuesday, June 21, 1977 and the

interpretation placed on the doctrine of ministerial responsibility by the Minister

of Supply and Services and any malter bearing upon or related thereto, and tu

consider such other matters as may appear 10 the commissioners to be relevant

and 10 report fully thereon.

Mr. Speaker: The presentation of such a motion pursuant to
Standing Order 43 can be done only with the unanimous
consent of the House.

My motion under Standing Order 43 is not
as broad in scope as the one proposed by the Leader of the
Opposition (Mr. Clark), and in view of the government's
expressed concern about tbis issue 1 hope hon. members oppo-
site will agree to my motion.
