English Surgeon Says it
Has Justified Its
Existence

‘It is Now Declared to be of Great
Servsce to Surgeons as a Duct
for Medicine to the Lower In-
testines — Appendix is S‘dll a
Danger Spot.

New York, Dec. 19—A London despatch
to the Times :says: The vermiform: ap-
pendix, which has been looked upon hith-
erto as useless and even a dangerous or-
gan has at last justified its existence, ac-
cording to a statement made by the sur-
geon of a London hospital, where the ap-

pendix hag been shown to be a great help
in treating diseases of the lower intes-
tines. “One of the greatest dlﬁicultxes of
medicine,” said the surgeon, “is to apply
medicines to the lower .intestines. The ap-
pendix has now been made use of as a
short cut by which we can gain readier
access to this part of the digestive tract.”

“The néw operation is to cut down to
the appendix, just as in an ordinary ap-
pendicitis operatnon, but instead of cut-
ting out this organ; it is threaded through
the various layers of muscles in the ab-
dominal ‘wall and attached to the ekin. 1t
is then opened and by a tube, passed
through its lumen passage any necessary
medicine may be applied directly to the
_mucus membrane of the lower intestines.
The appendlx may with safety remain
open in this position for the muscles of
the abdominal wall act as -an efficient
guard.”

“This is a matter of importance, since in
ulcerative conditions of the intestines, it
is necessary to continue medication for
wecks or months. This making use of
the appendix does not lessen its danger
‘as a favorite focus for ulceration buts it
‘removes some of the stigma which has
hitherto been attached to it by the pro-

Henry B. Suydam, a Mmmg Broker, Refused to Pay a Bll
and His Creditor Shot Him.

New York, Dee. 19—Henry B. Suydam,
a wnining stock broker, member of the
Curb Stock Market, and an alderman of
Plainfield, N. J., was shot and dangerously
