The Judge
caid he would listen to argument on this
motion later, He then fixed the defend-
ant’s bond at $25,000 each, which amount
was acceptable to both sides.

The verdict, coming as it did on the
heels of foreman Burke’s declaration yes-
terday that “‘we are hopelessly tied' up
as to the Coopers,” was a decided sur-
prise.

TO STOP SPECULATION IN
AGRICULTURAL PRODUCTS

Legis'ation Will Be Introduced in U. S. House te Put *Future”
" Buying of Grain and Cotton Under the Ban

Washington, March 20—The campaign to
procure legislation against epeculation in
cotton, grain and other agricultural pro-
ducts will he carried on in the gixty-tirst
congress with even more vigor than in
the sixtieth congress, according to the
statements of southern members.

Representative Macon of Arkansas has
re-introduced his bill to prohibit this spec-
ulation by forbidding telegrap_h _and_tgle—
phone companies from transmitting infor-
mation concerning the buying, sellmg_ or
dealing in these futures. “I intend to fight

for such alaw as longasIam in congress,”’
said Mr. Macon today, “provided a law is

not enacted, as T hope it will be.”
