soon be feltin its cffects upon ‘the wool trade of
the continent.—Iungary is a great wool growing
country, and’ large supplics of a- very desirable
quality have hitherto been furnished from her im-
mense flocks. ‘These flocks are now furnishing
food for the contending forces. Each army in its
turn sweeps the droves before it, and the poor
sheep are daily slaughtered by hundreds. We
question if the recent advance of wool in Germany
was not in anticipation of this eyent; and if the
war continues it must operate more powerfully
another scason. The natural outlets of Germany
will soon be busy agaifi as before the Llockade,
but the people wiil only labor on in sullen silence.
The fire of the revolution has not gone out; in
spite of the attempt to swother it, it will burn on
in sceret and burst forth again. Jmmediate suc-
cess is not always healthy for a people roused to
the pitch of resistance. Defeat has salutary les-
sons, which the German republicans will not, we
trust, be slow to learn. In the meantime, labor
will prove unsteady, and continental goods will
probably be scarce and high. France is more
quiet, and her people are turning their attention to
their legitimate pursuits.”
