The Children’s Aid Society, in a leaf-
let just issued, in which it asks that the
agent, C. D, Howard, be notified of
cases of neglected or dependent children,
says:

“A 'homeless boy given into the care
of the society early this year, is now in
a Christian hom® in the country, well
cared ' for and getting a fair start in
life.
