MONCTON BOY TELLS OF
GERMAN ATROCITIES

They light up
all around for about 200 yards, and when
you are behind them you can see all
objects. Nearly everywhere you go
you see a church in ruins. When the
Germans went through here they enter-
ed one place I know of and broke all
the furniture, dishes and lamps and took
all the mattresses and blankgts, and
every bit of food in the house.

“When they retreated, they took about
100 young girls prisoners from the vil-
lages. Why they even took the wed-
ding ring from ‘a widow and cut a six
months old baby’s hands off for souve-
nirs. 'These are only a few of the things
I could relate, and then when people
see these things in the papers they can’t
believe them.

“The Germans seem to delight in

London, March 28.—A long account
of the work of the Canadian artillery
is received from a man serving with
them.

“We are now right in the business.
Our guns have been busy for nearly a
fortnight. You will be pleased to hear
they are performing splendidly. Firing
is continuous and heavy, night and day-
It has not taken our gunners long to
remove any misconception which the
Huns may possess in regard to the effi-
ciency of the Canadian artillery. Every-
body in fact is surprised at the excel-
lency of their work, that is everybody
except those who already knew what
our gunners were capable of. Not only
is the marksmanship excellent, but the
behavior of the men is splendid. They
go about their work as calmly and
methodically as any veterans. Fire
from the German guns does not dis-
concert them in the Jleast.

Find No Better Soldiers

“The drivers, too, were complimented
upon the cool, purposeful way they ran
the guns into position. It was the first
time the great majority of them had
ever been in action, but the control
maintained over the horses was mag-
nificent, no chaos, just well-ordered
manoeuvering, as though we were still|
at Salisbury Plain. | All criticism level-
Jed at the Canadians as to lack of dis-
cipline is receiving an answer now, for
here right in the thick of the fighting
there is no better disciplined unit in the!
whole British fighting force, Though!
a Canadian has no love for the cere-|
monial and finds it difficult to digest]
month after month the rigorous drill
necessary to shine in a spectacular par-
ade, he possesses in abundant degree’
all the traditional fighting qualities of
the British soldier, and  to whatever
branch of the service he belongs I do not
think you will ind him backward.

Only Move is Forward

“In this campaign I do not see much
of the infantry boys. They are busy,
holding the trenches, but I do know they
‘have been there nearly a fortnight and
have not given an inch yet, and arc not
likely to. I do not know what is like-
ly to happen, nor if I did would I be
allowed to mention it, but if I may be
permitted to hazard an opinion I would
say that when the boys do move it will
be forward. So far as’'I am concerned,
1 have been in no danger up to the
présent,, not half so much as
they, really, for one never knows what
might happen in that region, particular-
ly late at night, with shells whizzing
about all over the shop, but one has
never been near enough to disturb our
slumbers, though, of course, it is no use
crowing too soon.
