First—At the meeting of the Board of 

Works, held on Tuesday last, I am quot-j 
ed as saying that the specimens shown on, _ 
tables in City Hall was good concrete, ' i 
that is not the case, I stated they were 
fair specimens of grouted work, and in­
ferior concrete. z

Second—That the mode of laying the 
foundation for the paving is defective, and ; 
in no way meets the requirements of 
specification.

Third—That the specimens shown will 
not compare with that portion of founda­
tion laid directly in front of the cold; 
storage building, which foundation was j 
mixed and placed according to speeifica- j 
tion for the whole work (excepting that 
it was only 4 inches thick in spots instead ; 
of 6 inches) as called for. Even this part ! 
is not up to the strength required by said j 
specification, by reason of gravel being, 
used instead of broken stone not larger i 
than two inches, whjch makes the strong-1 
est concrete.

In showing the samples of Hassam pave-1 
ment at the Board of Works meeting, it 
would have been only fair to me and to, 
the citizens that a sample of the properly 
mixed concrete should have been placed
