FREDERICK THOMPSON
BULDER OF SHOWS

Death of Creator of Luna Park
and the Hipodrome

Made and Lost Fortune — His Lavish
Theatrical Productions Included ‘Brew.
ster's Millions, ‘Via ‘Wireless,’ and
‘Springtime’

The Times the other day recorded the
death of Frederic W. Thompson of New
York, theatrical producer, - builder of
Luna Park at Coney Island and the Hip-
podrome. He died following a series of
five operations, extending over .a.period
of several years. $

Mr. Thompson was born in. Nashville,
Tenn., in 1872. He studied to. be an
architect, -and this early training helped
shape his later career, for architecture
played an important part in his' larger
ventures. His first adventure in ithe
amusement world was the building’ of
“A Trip to the Moon” at the Buffalo
Exposition. The success of this enter-
prise enabled him and Elmer S. Dundy,
with whom he formed a partnership
shortly after coming north, to purchase
some concessions at the Omaha Ex-
position. This investment was a failure
and Mr. Thompson returned to New
York after losing all his Buffalo earn-
ings.

Upon his return, with some wealthy
Brooklyn business men as his backers;
he built Luna Park, which did much to
make Coney Island the playground of
Manhattan, and when Mr. Thompson re-
turned recently from San Francisco,
where he went to recoup his fortunes, in
broken health and having failed of the
object of his trip, all Coney turned out
and gave him a benefit,

Builds the Hippodrome.

Luna cleared $600,000 the first year,
and when it had been firmly established
Mr. Thompson turned his active brain
to the second of his great ventures—the
New York Hippodrome. With Dundy,
who was his partner in the enterprise,
he produced the first spectacley present-
ed there, and for this the partners drew
a salary of $50,000 a year in addition to
stock that was given to them. .

After several years as director of the
Hippodrome, Mr. Thompson turned his
attentions to producing plays. “In 1907
he married Mabel Taliaferro, the actress,
and one of his first productions was Mar-
garet Mayo’s “Polly of the Circus,” with’
Miss Taliaferro in the title role, Other
productions followed in rapid succession
