A Deadly Fly - TN
In the Chanthuthayo Valley in Peru,
the. party #ound < Dr. = Townsend og
Washington studying the deadly uta
fiy, trying to discover. an antidote for its
bite. “This is the most interesting fly
in the world to me,” said Captain Bes-
ley, “and far more deadly than the Af-
rican fly. It is very small, black and has
a long proboscis. It deposits its eggs
with that or its teeth, as nearly ag I
could discover. Whenever it bites, the
“ parasites subsequently eat all the flesh
If it pites the cheek, they eat the cheek
entirely, then the chin, until death inter-
wvenes .One of our party was bitten by

a fly, bul prompt antiseptics killed the.

gernis.

“At Cuzsco, an old Indian said he
could show us ruins older than the old-
est ruins extant. The man led us to
three citiés buried in the matted.under-
growth of centuries. The spear and the
muchete soon revealed portions of them.
There were wonderful buildings, councils
Jhouses, dwellings, streets, forts, temples
and the whole outline of a city, as near-
Iy as we could judge, which contained a
population of more than 50,000, The
buildiLg material was stone and the
uiensils in common were a mixed gold
and silver. The cities were at least 9,-
000 feet in altitude and they had perfect
motection by reason of the stone gates
which swung at the entrance to valleys.
They bad & method: of removing stones
of enormous weight, for one stone dis-
covered weighed, as we computed, 300
tons.

The utensils discovered were those for
the household, those for the chase and
those for decoration. Their taste in art
was all for the nude. They had no re-
ligion, so far as we could judge, but
they were far advanced in other things.
‘They utilized every foot of ground;
their forts are marvels of defence and
they contiolled absolutely the river
which ran through thir valleys.”

A plan for supplying water to the
higher levels of Lancaster heights is be-
ing considered by Commissioner Wig-
more. Some of the houses in that lacal-
ity and much of the land which is avail-
able for building purposes are almost on
a level with the source of water supply
at Spruce Lake and the pressure is not
sufficient to furnish water for the houses.

'‘Other dwellings on a slightly lower
level have water installed but are de-
prived of their supply at times when the

pressure is low. Under the plan which
is mow under consideration sufficient
pressure will be available to supply all
the houseés on even. the highest levels.
This will be a great boon to many
householders and will add to the value
of building lots in the surrounding dis-
tricts. :

Conference at City Hall Over Matter Of

‘ Men.Out

of Work |

The condition of the men, including
some foreigners, who are in the ‘city
without work and destitute, was consid-
ered at a conference in city hall this
morning between Mayor Frink ‘and a
committee from the commisisoners of
the Municipal Home. The latter insti-
tution was represented by the chairman,
G. A. Knodell, Commissioners M. Coll,
P. Grannan, W, S. Clawson and Secre-
tary S. M. Wetmore.

The mayor laid before the commis-
sioners the requests made to him 'that
some provision be made for these men
and the commissioners explained that

they had offered to care for all who
might seek shelter in the home, but that
the men under consideration had re-
fused. ' It was said that most of the men

own support if work could be found and
did not care to enter the home. Under
the circumstances it was felt that the
city was not called upon to provide,
othér means for sheltering and feeding
them as the Municipal Home was avail-
able for those in absolute destitute cir-
cumstances and there need be no danger
of any of them suffering want if they
wished to avail themselves of the facili-
ties offered.
