" SENSHTION BEGALSE OF SUSPEIONS

Tetrarch Likely to

London, May 18—A tremendous sen-
sation was created in turf circles today
when it became known that the famous
unbeaten race horse Tetrarch, favotite
for the Derby, had sustained an injury
to the leg, and that his trainer, Perrse,
has advised Captain D. McGalmont,
owner of ‘the horse, to scratch Tetrarch
from the Derby list of entries.

Announcement of the injury to the
speedy three year old came in such a
way as to suggest the suspicion that
the horse has been purposely injured
by someone interested in the outcome of
the classi¢ turf event on May 27.

Private detectives are reported to have
been hired to investigate the circum-
stances. For weeks special guards have
been employed to watch the quarters
in ‘which Tetrarch is stabled 'to insure
the safety of the horse.
