N SOUTH AFRICA

position of the children and just
Declares Practice Will Pro-

Canadian Press Despatch.

LONDON, Aug. 3—The question of
the segregation of -the native races of
South Africa, which is of more than
ordinary interest to the people of the
British Empire at the present time be-
cause of the measures proposed by the

Hertzog Government to segregate the
natives to a considerable extent, was
touched on by Sir John Chancellor,
governor of Southern Rhodesia, in a
recent address to the Africa Society
here.

Sir John said there was no difference
of opinion among those who had
knowledge of South African conditions
that some measure of segregation of
the natives was essential to the com-
fort and happiness of Europeans and
natives alike and to the maintenance
of good will between the two races.

“But when we talk about segrega-
tion,” he said, “we must be quite sure
that we all s.ean the same thing. Ab-
solute segregation of the natives, that
is, their removal from all relationship
and contact with the white races,
would be impracticable and disastrous.
It would be economically impractic-
able and the Europeans would suffer
from complete segregation no less than
the natives. It would be disastrous to
the native population, for it . would
condemn them to moral, intellectual
and material stagnation, and experi-
ence has shown that to keep the Afri-
can races on the path of progress the
constant stimulus of contact with
European races is essential. When that
influence is withdrawn retrogression is
rapid and certain,

“We can not, however, prevent the
ambitious and advanced natives from
desiring to emancipate themselves
from the control of their ichiefs and
from forsaking the stagnant communel
life of the raal for a life of greater in-
dependence and opportunity. It is to

-their advantage and to the advantage

of their country generally that natives
shall leave their reserves and work un-
der Europeans on farms and mines.
Yet there is no royal road to a solu-
tion of the difficulties and problems.
Co justice, sympathy and common-
sense, firmly and consistently applied,
are the only means by which a modus
vivendi can be established.”

STUDENT HABITS

Thousands Living Lives of
Sophomores for 6 Weeks
~at Columbia

NEW YORK, Aug. 3—Thousands of
teachers from schools of all degrees in

all parts of the world are here,
leading the lives of college sophomores
for six weeks.

They are attending Teachers Collegs
at Columbia University. They live in
the same rooms, crowd the neighbor-
hood tea rooms and patrol the campus
with the fervor of undergraduates, ex-
cept for the dignity of added years.

These teachers, including about 500
principals, who in their home schools
hold undisputed sway, are considere(ﬂ
in the same category with the resd,
mainder of the 13,000 students taking
summer courses.

JOIN OTHER STUDENTS.

They join with the students in the
state clubs, the centers of recreation
for which meeting quarters are pro-
vided, and around trees reserved on
the campus. Forty-eight trees adjacent
to the Administration building have
small shields attached to them, each
containing the name of a state.

The shaded spot beneath each tree
is held inviolate from students from
that state and their guests. Here large
numbers recline on the grass and study
in an environment as quiet as some
segregated old college, although the
bustling city activities are only a few
hundred yards away.

STUDY HIGHER EDUCATION.

The teachers are working for Mas-
ter's degrees or otherwise preparing
themselves for advancement. Edward
J. Grant, registrar, said this was the
largest session in the history of the
summer courses, which were started in
1900 with an enrollment of 417
students.

Most of the teachers are concentrat-
ing on education, which in its subdivi-
sions includes courses in the teaching
of many subjects. 'The enrollment in
this course was given as about 16,000,
or two education courses for -each
teacher. The usual number of courses

taken by a summer student is three.

Such idle time as they have can be
given to facilities which make it pos-
sible for them to study New York as
intendively as their text books. '

Excursions' are arranged to every |
point of interest in the city including
newspapers, factories, parks, the ship
yards and amusement centers. For-
other diversion there are musical pro-
grams and social affairs which give
the summer students as much social
activity as the students in regular
terms.

It is possible
for the holder of a B. A. to earn the
Master’s degree in four summer terms
without attendance at winter seme-
sters.
