Russia Is Hurrying Troops to the
Far East— Missionaries
Returning.

London, Aug. 23.—A dispatch to the
Morning Post, dated Pekin, Aug. 15th,
says: “To-day 1,500 Americans at-
tacked the imperial palace and captured
four of the courts. The United States
flag is flying over the imperial granary,
and the imperial bank has been looted.”

Describing events prior to the relief,
the Morning Post correspondent cables:
“On August 12th the Tsung Li Yamen
requested a conference with a view to
peace. No armistice was granted, how-
ever, and that night we endured the

longest  fusilade of the whole siege. 1t
lasted twelve hours. On Aug. 13th the
Tsung Li Yamen begged to be excused
from any conference, saying that the
members were too busy. Later they
wrote that they had forbidden firing on

us and would court-martial any who._

disobéyed.” During the evening many

'~ The Daily Chronicle published an in-
terview' with ‘the Japanese minister in
London, Kato Kallaki, which represents
him as having said: ‘“The Empress is
the heart and soul of China.

The Japanese envoy expressed his ap-
proval regarding a conference. of the
powers and said he bLelieved that satis-
factory pecuniary compensation would
be secured if the forces in China were
properly developed, despite the fact that
her present revenues are pledged.

Three hundred and seventy-five thous-
and Russian troops are already in the
Far East or on the way by land and
sea, or under orders to embark. 'I'his
statement is made by the Moscow cor-
respondent of the Daily Graphie, who
adds that mobilization is in progress all
over Euronean Russia, and that there
are now at Odessa fourteen steamers
chartered to take troops. According to
a St. Petersburg special, a telegram has
been received at the Russian capital
.from Shanghai announcing the departure
of Li Hung Chang for Pekin.

United States Reply.

Washington, Aug. 22.—After a long
conference at the White House to-day,
the reply of the United tSates to the ap-
plication of Li Hung Chang for the ap-
pointment of a peace commissioner was
completed, and a copy of the reply sent
to thé Chinese minister, Mr. Wu, to be
forwarded to Earl Li. The state depart-
ment made definite announcement that
the reply had been conveyed to Mr. Wu,
but added to its official utterance that
the correspondence would not be made
public until to-morrow morning.

The reply of the United States gov-
ernment to Li Hung Chang is, in brief,
that the government cannot enter upon
negotiations until there is a government
« in China which can prevent the hostilities
of Chinese troops and citizens against
the forces of the powers. The text of
the reply has been communicated to the
other governments.

The “state department authorizes the
announcement of the receipt at an early
hour this morning, through consul at
Chee Foo, of a telegram from Mr. Con-
ger, in the department cipher, to the
following effect: ‘Pekin,. Aug. 19.—The
entire city, with the exception of the im-
perial palace. is occupied by Japanese,
Russians, British, Americans and
French. It is being apportioned into dis-
triects for police’ supervision. .The Chi-
nese army fled: The imperial family and
the court have gone westward, probably
to Sian Fu,.in the province of Shensi.
No representatives of the Chinese gov-
ernment are in sight in Pekin, and the
conditions are chaotic. ~Many mission-
aries started for home. while others re-
main in charge of the Christian refugees,
numbering about 1,000.”

A portion of
the time counsel gave up to a repre-
sentative of the Associated Press, who, |
through the courtesy of the :Home Office,
was granted an oportunity to talk to
the prisoner.

Mrs. Maybrick, like many of her
friends, is indignant at the attacks made
by the Liverpool Post on the late Chief
Justice of England, Loord Russell of Kil-
lowen, former counsel for the prisoner.

“The only persons up to the present
time who ever saw me alone,” she said
to the Associated Press, “was the Chief |
Justice. When the assizés' were here !
last February he came ‘to the prisoh and
asked to see me, as was his officiat right,
irrespective of the Home Office or any
one. When he was starting to go, he
said, ‘Mrs. Maybrick, I am doing all in
my power for your release. Whatever
happens, remember this, that if there is
one man in England who believes in your
innocence, I am that man.” It was only
by accident that I heard of Lord Rus-
sell’s death, for I have not seen a news-
paper for a decade, but I could.not help
but feel that in his death I had lost my
best friend. It is an outrage, in view of
his constant and untiring efforts and
friendship for me, that he should’ be at- |
tacked now that he is dead. I fully ap-
preciate, and am glad of the éhance, to
express my gratitude to the officials in
Washington and to my friends through-
out America, especially the ladies, for
what they are doing. It is that alone
which upheld me all thése years. I have
many friends in England, too,  and can-
not but believe the time will soon come
when these long years of captivity will
cease and T shall be restored to my
mother and my counfry.” !

She has the prison pallor, but her blue
eyes and dark wavy hair are still re-
minders of attractions which made her
a bride at seventeeh. She wears the
light blue check prison costume, a red
star on the shoulder indicative of it be-
ing her first offence, and of her former
good character.

The correspondent of theé London Week.
Iy Times, writing from Mafeking, on June
20th, says:

“The siege and relief of Mafeking are
now ranked amongst the glorious records
of the British army, and the names of it
brave defenders and gallant commander
are known all over the civilized world, hut
in the midst of all these enthusiastic re
joicings we have overlooked one of the
finest forced marches which.has ever been
made, and this, too, by troops which have
been sent to help the Mother Country by
fier colonies.

“On April 13th C Battery of the Royl
Canadian Artillery, under Major Hudon,
received orders to proceed to Capetown
and embark for Beira, where they wern
to form part of the Rhodesian Field Force
under General Sir Frederick Carrington.
The following morning they left Stellen-
bosch and did a forced march of 30 miles
into Capetown, and sailed on board the

‘Oolumbia ~Wwith their guns the same even-

ing,

‘“Arriving at Beira on April 22nd, they
disembarked ' on the following day, and
part of the battery left by train the same
evening en route for Marandellas, where
the Geperal had established his base camp.
The remainder of the battery started for
the same destination the following morn-
ing, accompanied by four officers and 100
non-commissioned officers and men of the
Queensland Mounted Infantry, who were
detailed as escort to the guns. Despite
having to unload the guns and baggage at
Bamboo Creek, where the narrow gauge
ends, and reload everything on the broad
gauge wagons, the first part of the contin-
gent reached Marandellas on April 26th,
after a journey in open trucks, on what is
certainly one of the worst railways in the
world, of 380 miles, the remainder arriving
on the fellowing day. General Carrington
considered it advisable that, if possible,
more - artillery should be with Celonel
‘Plumer’s. column, and made his plans ac
cordingly; the outcome shows with what
precision they were made and how excel
lently they were carried out by the men
eitrusted with them. It must be boroe
in mind that both guns and escort were
without horses oir mules, so the “Salis
bury, to Bulawayo’ - coaches and animals
were monopolized by the General's orders.
